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CHAPTER 8
To Wives

Number 9 of 12 articles on the Big Bdok

Chapter 8 is probably the most controversial
chapter in the Big Book. Written by a man, (Bill W.) repre-
senting himself as a woman, exceedingly condescending
in places, and more dated than any of the other chapters.
However, it also possible to state that this chapter might
be the most under-appreciated chapter in the Big Book.
When | questioned this chapter, my first sponsor would
always say, “A principle is a principle, no matter how it is
presented, and by whom — look for the principles, and
shut up about the rest”. Sort of like our advice to new-
comers, “Take what you can use, and leave the rest”.
Well, there are many useful principles to be found in this
chapter.

Additionally, it is vital for me to remember that this
chapter was written to reach out to the wives of the male
A.A. members for the purpose of enlisting them in the ef-
forts to help the male stay sober. Reaching out to the
spouses of A.A. members is rarely done today in this
manner, because, (opinion here) Al-Anon does a more-
than-adequate job of helping the spouse understand the
nature of the disease of alcoholism, and how they might
help, or, at the very least, not make matters worse. Of
course this begs the question, “How do we direct the
spouse to Al-Anon without seeming to take the alcoholic’s
side?” This is where this chapter excels!

This chapter describes the wide range of the ac-
tions and attitudes of the spouse of the alcoholic, and at-
tempts to show the spouse where they have probably be-
come spiritually and emotionally sick, driven by their ef-
forts to combat the illness. It does this by describing the
wide range of reactions and emotions the spouse may
have experienced in the weary battle to “save” the alco-
holic in their life. In other words, it attempts to enable that
sense of identity necessary to seek help from others who
have suffered in a like manner, (just like the rest of the
book attempts to do with the alcoholic).

The chapter takes great pains and a large amount
of space to describe 4 types of problems the spouse
might have with the practicing alcoholic, (it calls them
classifications of alcoholics). This is the part of the chap-
ter where many bored A.A. members will perk up and
spend a great deal of time describing why they fit in one
classification or the other — finally something which they
can identify! It's all about me, again! But each of the four
problem types presented provide specific information
about the actions and condition of the alcoholic at this
point in the downward spiral of alcoholism. The reader is
also presented with very specific information for dealing
with the peculiarities of an alcoholic with these types of
problems — information that would be useful for anyone
approaching an alcoholic of this classification.

Lastly, and most importantly, an italicized para-
graph at the end of this chapter provides the best informa-
tion for the spouse, friend, child or others close to alcohol-
ics, who are seeking help. It is repeated here verbatim,
“*The fellowship of Al-Anon Family Groups was formed

about 13 years after this chapter was written. Though it is
entirely separate from Alcoholics Anonymous, it uses the
general principles of the A.A. program as a guide for hus-
bands, wives, relatives, friends, and others close to alco-
holics. The foregoing pages (though addressed only to
wives) indicate the problems such people may face. Ala-
teen, for teen-aged children of alcoholics, is a part of Al-
Anon. If there is no Al-Anon listing in your local telephone
book, you may obtain further information on Al-Anon/
Alateen Family Groups by writing to its World Service Of-
fice, 1600 Corporate Landing Parkway, Virginia Beach,
VA 23457-5617.

We're not dealing with ordinary folk herg/e are
trying to keep a herd of alcoholics under contrad an a
short leash. My Twelve and Twelve says that someti
the A.A. landscape seems to be littered with “bilegdea-
cons.” What can a single member do to alleviagestf-
fering those poor unappreciated members must en-
dure? Well, let’s try approaching the member afffiek o
talk about what'’s ailing him (or her). Giving up A.A.
job isn’t always easy but if we can practice sommitity
and patience, the results may surprise all involved

Finally, there’s really no answer for the membenvigh
convinced the group needs a little loving direci@onl he
(or she) is just the person to deliver it. If thatour situa-
tion there is always the one foolproof way to effgtange
-- prayer has been known to cause minor miracles ev
with the most stubborn cases.

My favorite meeting, having been in the program of Al-
coholics Anonymous for a total of 8 months, is the
"Saturday Nite Lite" meeting at 6 p.m. at 11082 Wallings-
ford in Los Alamitos.

It's a one-hour open discussion meeting of loving,
friendly people who meet to share their problems and tri-
umphs during the week and to discuss what helped to keep
them sober. Its congregation is approximately 100 large, a
bedrock of sobriety with a steady stream of new faces from
nearby treatment centers.

As one of those new faces not so long ago, the members
of this meeting went out of their way to make me feel wel-
come. Before | came in, | often felt alone and "outside,"
content to drink or use in isolation while cursing the world
for rejecting me. However, | now have at least one meeting
that | feel a part of, a group of people to whom | belong. |
can recall a number of people who introduced themselves
to me those first few weeks that | have come to know fairly
well since.

This is not a quiet meeting. People are respectful while
others are sharing, but otherwise it can only be described
as boisterous. There is generous audience participation
during the third and fifth chapter readings. As a result,
many have taken to referring to it as the "Rocky Horror Pic-
ture Show of A.A."

There's certainly a cast of characters at this meet-
ing. The fellowship before and after is a roiling mix of peo-
ple, and many people regularly go to dinner together after-
wards to continue bonding and shar-
ing. In addition, the meeting has
an alumni that organizes activi-
ties nearly every other week, in-
cluding beach parties, concerts
in the park as a group, camping
retreats, and laser bowling. This group makes good on the
promise that "we are not a glum lot."

I met the man who is my sponsor today at this meeting,
and am indebted to it for the success | have had with this
program to this point.

So if you're looking for a meeting to squeeze in Saturday
evening, or are looking for a regular group of friends to
spend Saturday night with, stop by — you could be doing a
lot worse.
