ñHaving had a spiritual awakening as the result of these 

steps, we tried to carry this message to alcoholics, and to 

practice these principles in all our affairs.ò  

Number 12 of 12 articles on the 12 Steps 

Step 12 is the ultimate reward for working the steps! At least 

that is how I viewed it early in my A.A. career. I was goal 

oriented and wanted to complete the course of study, just like 

I did at universities. I have learned that it is a great reward.  

However it is not the end of the course, but part of a lifelong 

process. 

When I first came to A.A. I was ―twelfth- stepped‖ by the 

members of the group that ultimately became my home in 

A.A. They shared their stories and told me how to work the 

steps and showed by their example what could be the result. 

Little did I know that they were working Step 12 in order to 

stay sober themselves. But I did take their advice and fol-

lowed their example by getting a sponsor and working all the 

steps. 

That spiritual awakening did not come for me as a lightning 

bolt but was of the educational 

variety, the result of repeated 

exposure to the steps. I had to 

tear out all my old ideas and 

build a new set of values, a 

new foundation for a sober 

life. Finally I realized that the 

hole in my gut, the one I filled 

with alcohol for relief, and my 

sense of difference from my 

fellow men, were disappear-

ing. I came to realize that I 

been changed by working the steps. Most significantly my 

self-centered behavior is less prominent than when I was 

drinking. I am no longer the center of my own little universe. 

My eyes have been directed outward to look at God’s crea-

tures and creation. And those are awesome to behold. That 

has been my spiritual awakening and it was the result of the 

steps, working the steps with my higher power. 

In the big book of Alcoholics Anonymous Bill W. refers 

briefly at the end of Chapter 6 to the notion of discipline and 

action. Then he dedicates an entire chapter of Alcoholics 

Anonymous, Chapter 7, ―Working With Others,‖ to the meth-

ods of carrying this message to other alcoholics. Bill W.’s 

opening sentence in Chapter 7, ―Practical experience shows 

that nothing will so much insure immunity from drinking as 

intensive work with other alcoholics.‖  I believe that is true; 

this is the action Bill W. referred to. The A.A.s I know with 

long-term sobriety are the ones who are generous with their 

time and try to help other alcoholics. I decided that I would 

follow that good example. I went on twelfth step calls. Some 

alcoholics responded and got sober. Others did not but I felt 

stronger in my sobriety afterward, even if the sufferer did not 

readily accept the message. Not deterred by apparent failures, 

I continue to carry the message. To be specific I carry the 

message that this program really does work! If it can work for 

me, I think it can work for anyone. And that is the miraculous 

message. It works. Every meeting that I attend is an opportuni-

ty for me to shout out this fact. 

There is a lot of good news and direction packed into the 12th 

step. The promise of a spiritual awakening and the directive to 

carry the message are important enough. But then there is the 

suggestion that we practice these principles in all our affairs. I 

have found that there is a great reward there too. For me the 

primary principles of the program are honesty, open minded-

ness and willingness, combined with a spiritual outlook on life 

along with their derivatives of charity, courage, faith, and 

hope. I have found when I apply these principles in my activi-

ties outside of A.A., that they work just fine there too. The 

principle reward is that my relations with my fellow man, at 

work, in the family and in society in general, are much better, 

less contentious, more loving, and not a cause to drive me back 

to the bottle. 

As a jackpot payoff, the 12th step certainly has been worth the 

efforts of working the steps. But it is not the end. It is the be-

ginning of the lifelong process of doing it over and over again. 

I have found that with each iteration of going through the steps 

I gain new insights.  For me step study meetings have been an 

important part of my recovery that give me a chance to review 

this step several times a year. 

In the 12 and 12 Bill Wilson devotes a lengthy chapter, 20 

pages long, to the 12th step. There he writes about the three 

aspects of the 12th step and makes a review of the entire pro-

gram. He ends the chapter with a call to right action based on 

right principles and attitude with the resulting joy of good liv-

ing. That he claims is the theme of Step 12, and I heartily 

agree. If you have not recently read this chapter in the 12 and 

12, it may be time to visit it and renew your program. Alterna-

tively attending a Step Study meeting will get you to the same 

place because sooner or later that study group will take you  to 

Step 12!

However, when our 
site hosting company changed servers in June of 
2007, some usage statistics were lost. Since July, 
2007, the Lifeline has been viewed 17,582 times. 
Individual issue files have been viewed 32,786 
times. During October, 225 visitors viewed the Oc-
tober issue, while past issues were viewed 1,098 
times." 

What do you remember the most about your first few 
months of sobriety? 
Shock and awe, confusion and amazement. I had never 
done anything sober before. I was terrified and astounded. 
I felt like the proverbial deer in the headlights. 
 
Do you remember the first time you asked for help—what 
was that like? 
I ask God for help on a regular basis. I asked God for help 
once, and the next thing I knew I was being arrested for a 
DUI. I looked up and said, ñThis isnôt what I meant!ò Now 
help comes even when I donôt ask for it. Iôm quicker to rec-
ognize the help nowð and if I just relax and accept it, it 
hardly hurts at all. 
 
What has been your biggest challenge in sustained sobri-
ety? 
In my first year, my sobriety was challenged by my 16-
year-old tweeker son coming to live with me. After surviv-
ing that, my sobriety has not been challenged, but I have 
had challenges in my life: My mom died when I was a year 
and a half sober. I got married again (marriage is a bless-
ing, but comes with challenges). My brother died when I 
was 7 years sober (he had 5 years when he died). Iôve 
had health problems (we get older as we stay sober). And 
I recently retired. 
 
Do you ever think you might be cured for good? 
I am cured for good as long as I donôt take a drink. 
 
Besides yourself, who benefits the most from your sobrie-
ty? 
The cities of Irvine and Huntington Beach, my wife, my 
kids, my dad, my co-workers, etc. 
 
What’s the best thing about being sober? 
Everything, including my relationship with God and man-
kind. Actually, I canôt think of one thing thatôs NOT good 
about being sober. I love my life and I love A.A. for giving 
it to me.

Being a writer, I’ve never cared for the 

saying ―a picture is worth a thousand 

words.‖ However, I recently came up-

on a photo that showed me the tremen-

dous gravity of alcoholic addiction in a 

way that words could only hope to cap-

ture. In the photo I am maybe 11 or 12 

years old. I’m sitting in a small wood-

en shack house near the old mining 

town of Silver City, Idaho, with some 

of my aunt’s friends, who are in their 

early 20s in the photo. We’re holding 

up cans of beer for the photo, but I’m 

not looking at the camera – I’m look-

ing at that open can of beer with a 

smile of eagerness, wonder and be-

longing that says I have arrived. 

 

The photo took me completely by sur-

prise while I was looking through my 

box of pictures. In it I’m younger than 

my own nieces and nephews – who are 

so incredibly young and innocent to 

me now – and there I am already learn-

ing to like, to love and to need the feel-

ing alcohol can provide. I’m nearly 

five years sober now (and only a couple 

of years away from turning 40), and I 

thought I had done a good job of con-

necting the dots and tracing my addic-

tion all the way back to the beginning. 

It’s easy to talk about how I learned to 

drink before I got out of grade school – 

such stories abound in A.A. – but to see 

a photo of myself so young using alco-

hol to feel so old, mature and complete 

makes me realizes how vulnerable I 

really was, and how such an early ex-

posure to alcohol helped set the stage 

for all the anguish and torment that fol-

lowed. 

 

In a way, seeing the photo almost 

makes me feel like I was helpless 

against the pull of addiction. With a 

history of dependency in my family, 

early and frequent positive exposure 

to alcohol and a culture that celebrates 

youthful drinking it’s no wonder I be-

came an alcoholic – all the ingredients 

were there. I know it was pointed out 

many times along the way that addic-

tion and suffering were real possibili-

ties for me, but that was always for 

―them,‖ not ―me.‖ 

If anything, seeing the photo actually 

allows me to release some of the lin-

gering guilt and shame attached to 

being an alcoholic. That young kid in 

the photo didn’t have a chance. The 

force of attraction to alcohol was so 

strong, and the bond was made so ear-

ly, that it’s a wonder I ever got sober 

at all. Only something even more 

powerful could make that happen, and 

to me that's the fellowship of A.A.

How can I possibly tell people at my workplace that I've moved 

to the dry side and I'll be having seltzer with lemon instead of 

the usual martini? I have to entertain, and part of my job in-

cludes camaraderie with clients, who are like old friends. 

I'm going to my meetings and still not drinking, but the holidays 

are coming up with Christmas parties, my mother's rum balls 

and work parties. I'm scared that I won't make it through to 

January. Help.

Dear Flora: 

As long as you take your sobriety seriously, you will be okay. On-

ly you can decide how much discomfort you are willing to experi-

ence in order to protect your sobrietyðyou cannot depend on 

other people to become more considerate, more nonjudgmental, 

or "better sports" than they already are. What you can do is to in-

crease your meeting attendance, invite a sober friend along to 

family get-togethers where you are concerned about pressure to 

drink, or politely decline to attend if bringing someone with you 

isn't feasible. 

 

Regarding those work relationships: you don't have to tell people 

that you've gotten sober or moved to the "dry side." You can 

simply drink your alternative beverage with a smile on your face 

and say that you aren't in the mood for a drink. Here again, if it's 

not exclusively a work meeting but a holiday event involving cli-

ents, bring a sober friend for moral support. Alma has been a 

"sober associate" for a friend's office holiday party and it was 

perfectly delightful. While the other attendees were stuck in a 

bar line, my friend and I got all the choice hors d'oeuvres. Also, 

have an ñescapeò strategy: if things get too intense, say that you 

have another party to attend, say your thanks and make a hasty

Could-
nõt it be an all-inclusive panacea to pro-
vide a remedy for drug addiction, eating 
issues, co-dependency, sex and pornogra-
phy problems and all the other issues 
that plague those who are prone to 
damaging compulsive behaviors? These 
are some of the questions addressed by 
the pamphlet Problems Other Than Al-
cohol. 
 
The pamphlet first appeared in 1958, and 
in it Bill W. points out that, above every-
thing else, A.A. must insure its own sur-
vival. Even by then, experience had 
shown that widening the scope of its mis-
sion would eventually prevent an A.A. 
group from being able to carry out its 

primary purpose: to help other alcoholics. While drug ad-
diction and alcoholism are similar, an alcoholic newcomer is 
much more likely to relate to, and listen to, other alcoholics 
ð and without that all-important initial connection the pro-
gram would, as Bill W. puts it, collapse. 
 
However, A.A.s have obviously taken their experience, 
strength and hope outside the rooms of A.A., and the 12 
Steps and other tenets of the program have been borrowed 
to combat all manner of social ills ð all of which Bill W. wel-
comes. The closing paragraph of the pamphlet says it best: 
òIn A.A., the group has strict limitations, but the individual 
scarcely has any. Remembering to observe the Traditions of 
anonymity and nonendorsement, he can carry A.A.õs mes-
sage into the every troubled area of this very troubled 
world.ó

Regarding fear: PRAYER! Some good choices are the se-

renity prayer (easy to remember), and the fear prayer 

("God, please remove my fear and direct my attention to 

what you would have me be.") Also, a good all-purpose 

one is the Third Step prayer (found on page 63 in the 4th 

Edition of the Big Book). When you find yourself full of anxi-

ety about what someone will say, or think, about your sobri-

ety, turn to your Higher Powerð whatever form it takesð

and ask to be relieved of your fear. Alma's done this ap-

proximately four million times and it really does work!
