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The 7th Tradition

Every A.A. Group ought to be fully self-
supporting, declining outside contributions.

Self-supporting alcoholics? Who ever heard of such a
thing?! Yet we find that’'s what we have to be. This princi-
ple is telling evidence of the profound change that A.A.
has wrought in all of us. Everybody knows that active
alcoholics scream that they have no troubles money
can’t cure. Always, we’'ve had our hands out. Time out of
mind we’ve been dependent upon somebody, usually
money-wise. When a society composed entirely of alco-
holics says it’s going to pay its bills, that’s really news.

Probably no A.A. tradition had the labor pains this one
did. In early times we were all broke. When you add to
this the habitual supposition that people ought to give
money to alcoholics trying to stay sober, it can be under-
stood why we thought we deserved a pile of folding mon-
ey. What great things A.A. would be able to do with it!
But oddly enough, people who had money
thought otherwise. They figured that—
sober—it was high time we now paid our
own way. So our fellowship stayed poor be-
cause it had to.

There was another reason for our collective
poverty. It was soon apparent that while al-
coholics would spend lavishly on Twelfth
Step cases, they had a terrific aversion to
dropping money into a meeting-place hat for
group purposes. We were astounded to find
that we were as tight as the bark on a tree. So A.A., the
movement, started and stayed broke, while its individual
members waxed prosperous.

Alcoholics are certainly all-or-nothing people. Our reac-
tions to money prove this. As A.A. emerged from its in-
fancy into adolescence, we swung from the idea we
needed vast sums of money to the notion that A.A.
shouldn’t have any. On every lip were the words, “You
can’t mix A.A. and money. We shall have to separate the
spiritual from the material.” We took this violent new tack
because here and there members had tried to make
money out of their A.A. connections, and we feared we’d
be exploited. Now and then, grateful benefactors had
endowed clubhouses, and as a result there was some-
times outside interference in our affairs. We had been
presented with a hospital, and almost immediately the
donor’s son became its principal patient and would-be
manager. One A.A. group was given $5,000 to do with
what it would. The hassle over that chunk of money
played havoc for years. Frightened by these complica-
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tions, some groups refused to have a cent in their treas-
uries.

Despite these misgivings, we had to recognize the fact
that A.A. had to function. Meeting places cost something.
To save whole areas from turmoil, small offices had to
be set up, telephones installed, and a few full-time secre-
taries hired. Over many protests, these things were ac-
complished. We saw that if they weren’t, the man coming
in the door couldn’t get a break. These simple services
would require small sums of money which we could and
would pay ourselves. At last the pendulum stopped
swinging and pointed straight at Tradition Seven as it
reads today.

In this connection, Bill likes to tell the following pointed
story. He explains that when Jack Alexander's SAT EVE-
POST piece broke in 1941, thousands of frantic letters
from distraught alcoholics and their families hit the Foun-
dation’s letterbox in New York. “Our office staff,” he says,
“consisted of two people; one devoted secretary and my-
self.” How could this landslide of appeals be met? We’'d
have to have some more full-time help, that
was sure. So we asked the A.A. groups for vol-
untary contributions. Would they send us a dol-
lar a member a year? Otherwise this heart-
breaking mail would have to go unanswered.

“To my surprise, the response of the groups
was slow. | got mighty sore about it. Looking at
this avalanche of mail one morning at the of-
fice, | paced up and down ranting how irre-
sponsible and tightwad my fellow-members
were. Just then an old acquaintance stuck a
tousled and aching head in the door. He was our prize
slippee. | could see he had an awful hangover. Remem-
bering some of my own, my heart filled with pity. | mo-
tioned him to my inside cubicle and produced a five-
dollar bill. As my total income was $30 a week at the
time, this was a fairly large donation. Lois really needed
the money for groceries, but that didn’t stop me. The in-
tense relief on my friend’s face warmed my heart. | felt
especially virtuous as | thought of all the ex-drunks who
wouldn’t even send the Foundation a dollar a piece, and
here | was gladly making a $5 investment to fix a hango-
ver.

“The meeting that night was at New York’s old 24th
Street Clubhouse. During the intermission the treasurer
gave a timid talk on how broke the Club was. (That was
in the period when you couldn’t mix money and A.A.) But
finally he said it—the landlord would put us out if we did-
n’t pay up." He concluded his remarks by saying, “Now

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Step Seven
Humbly asked Him to remove our shortcomings

Humble did not apply to me before I came to this program. I
did not like the words humble and humility and felt that those
who acted humble were faking it. The word itself derives from
the Latin word “humus” meaning earth, dirt. I certainly was
better than dirt, so I thought. But I had to be humbled to get
here and save myself from disaster. I had to re-examine my
attitude toward humble and humility and learn. The steps
helped me to do that and gain respect for these age-old words
that many considered virtues.

When I admitted I was powerless and that my life was unman-
ageable, the learning process started. I gave up, just surren-
dered. In Step Two I conceded that a higher power existed and
was important to my life. In Step Three I ceded my life and will
to God as I understood him. This was my path to acquiring hu-
mility, the deflation of my own sense of self-importance. But it
was really in Step Four that I realized just how humble I should
be. With all the defects of character that I have, it was evident
that I would be foolish not to be humble. The process of learn-
ing to be humble continued in Step Five with my admission to
God, to myself, and to another human all of my wrongs. There
was I, humbled by my own admissions!

In Steps Four and Five, I enumerated my shortcomings, defects
of character and acts that were less than virtuous. In this step |
asked Him to remove them. Simple, right? In our big book,
Alcoholics Anonymous, our co-
founder, Bill W., does make it sim-
ple. He devotes only one short par-
agraph to this step and it is a pray-
er. You will find it on page 76 of
your own “Big Book.” “My Crea-
tor, I am now willing that you
should have all of me, good and
bad. I pray that you now remove
from me every single defect of character which stands in the
way of my usefulness to you and my fellows. Grant me strength,
as I go out from here, to do your bidding, Amen.”

So that is it. One prayer that is only three sentences long com-
pletes the step. Simple, right? Well, maybe, but there is more to
it. The prayer directly addresses the Creator, implying that a
personal relationship with God has been developed. And the
defects of character are those God chooses as those standing in
the way of being useful to Him. So it is all up to my personal
God, not me.

In the book “Twelve Steps and Twelve Traditions,” Bill ex-
panded on this step to seven pages. There he devotes the entire
discussion of the step to the importance of humility. He also
describes in scathing terms the effects of lack of humility as
seen in untreated alcoholism. If your ego tends to overexert
itself, a re-read of this step will help get it back to its right size.
He also enumerates the benefits of humility, rewards that are
worth much more than the work involved in developing this
virtue.

And that is it. Just say the prayer and do it. It is worth the ef-
fort.
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Another Benefit of the
A.A. Program to be
Grateful For

At a recent meeting I spoke with
a member who is attending with
a court card for a second DUI
offense. Out of curiosity I asked
what the financial costs of the
DUI were. I was surprised by how much it costs. I was imme-
diately grateful that this is something I don’t have to be con-
cerned about as long as I remain sober.

This is just one case but seems to be typical.

Here is the approximate breakdown:

Attorney fees $3000
Court fees and fines $2000
DMV reissue license fees $150
School 10 $900
Probation fees $1650

That adds up to $7700! It could be more for third time of-
fenders who must get a breath-alyzer device installed in their
vehicles. That can add another $2000 to the tab! Also auto
insurance premiums usually go up.

I am certainly grateful that as long as I continue to work this
program I won’t have to pay any of that! You too can be
grateful for the benefits of A.A.!

Literature Report

Pamphlet:
“A.A. For the Older Alcoholic — Never Too Late”

To ask for help with a problem like alcoholism is tough at any
age. But imagine the difficulty of taking that fearsome, life-
changing step at 60 or older — an age
AA when one is virtually entitled to feel wis-

FORTHE OLDER  ©f than most everybody else. A humbling
ALCOHOUC prospect to say the least. This is one of
B the points addressed in the pamphlet
e | “A.A. For the Older Alcoholic — Never

Too Late,” which includes stories by men
and women who didn’t join A.A. until the
age of 59 or older.

The pamphlet also points out how the
circumstances of growing older can
sometimes ignite an addiction that for
decades remained dormant just under the
surface. The loss of a spouse, being
pushed into retirement, friends passing
away, diminished physical capacity,
healthcare woes — experiences like these
can easily serve as a tipping point. All of a sudden a harmless
40-year routine of drinking a glass of wine with dinner esca-
lates to the whole bottle as the addiction begins to take hold.

Whatever the cause, and however long the length of addiction,
the stories in the pamphlet reinforce one simple notion: That
getting sober is absolutely worth doing regardless of how many
years one may or may not have left. In one of the stories a man
with nearly eight years of sobriety who drank for over 50 years
sums it up like this: “For me, life began two months before my
70™ birthday.”

boys, please go heavier on the hat tonight, will you?”

I heard all this quite plainly, as | was piously trying to
convert a newcomer who sat next to me. The hat came
in my direction and | reached into my pocket. Still work-
ing on my prospect, | fumbled and came up with a fifty-
cent piece. Somehow it looked like a very big coin. Hasti-
ly | dropped it back and fished out a dime, which clinked
thinly as | dropped it in the hat. Hats never got folding
money in those days.

“Then | woke up. | who had boasted my generosity that
morning was treating my own club worse than the distant
alcoholics who had forgotten to send the Foundation
their dollars. | realized that my five-dollar gift to the slip-
pee was an ego-feeding proposition, bad for him and
bad for me. There was a place in A.A. where spirituality
and money would mix, and that was in the hat!”

There is another story about money. One night in 1948,
the trustees of the Foundation were having their quarter-
ly meeting. The agenda discussion included a very im-

portant question. A certain lady had died. When her will
was read, it was discovered she had left Alcoholics Anon-
ymous in trust with the Alcoholic Foundation a sum of
$10,000. The question was, should A.A. take the gift?

What a debate we had on that one! The Foundation was
really hard up just then; the groups weren’t sending in
enough for the support of the office, we had been tossing
in all the book income and even that hadn’t been enough.
The reserve was melting like snow in springtime. We
needed that $10,000. “Maybe,” some said, “the groups
will never fully support the office. We can't let it shut
down, it’s far too vital. Yes, let’'s take the money. Let’s
take all such donations in the future. We’re going to need
them.”

Then came the opposition. They pointed out that the
Foundation board already knew of a total of half a million
dollars set aside for A.A. in the wills of people still alive.
Heaven only knew how much there was we hadn’t heard
about. If outside donations weren’t declined, absolutely
cut off, then the Foundation would one day become rich.
Moreover, at the slightest intimation to the general public
from our trustees that we needed money, we could be-
come immensely rich. Compared to this prospect, the
$10,000 under consideration wasn’t much, but like the
alcoholic’s first drink it would, if taken, inevitably set up a
disastrous chain reaction. Where would that land us?
Whoever pays the piper is apt to call the tune, and if the
A.A. Foundation obtained money from outside sources, its
trustees might be tempted to run things without reference
to the wishes of A.A. as a whole. Relieved of responsibil-
ity, every alcoholic would shrug and say, “Oh, the Foun-
dation is wealthy—why should | bother?” The pressure of
that fat treasury would surely tempt the board to invent all
kinds of schemes to do good with such funds, and so di-
vert A.A. from its primary purpose. The moment that hap-
pened our fellowship’s confidence would be shaken. The
board would be isolated, and would fall under heavy at-
tack of criticism from both A.A. and the public. These
were the possibilities, pro and con.

Then our trustees wrote a bright page of A.A. history.
They declared for the principle that A.A. must always stay
poor. Bare running expenses plus a prudent reserve
would henceforth be the Foundation’s financial policy.
Difficult as it was, they officially declined that $10,000,
and adopted a formal, airtight resolution that all such fu-
ture gifts would be similarly declined. At that moment, we
believe, the principle of corporate poverty was firmly and
finally embedded in A.A. tradition.

When these facts were printed, there was a profound re-
action. To people familiar with endless drives for charita-
ble funds, A.A. presented a strange and refreshing spec-
tacle. Approving editorials here and abroad generated a
wave of confidence in the integrity of Alcoholics Anony-
mous. They pointed out that the irresponsible had be-
come responsible, and that by making financial independ-
ence part of its tradition, Alcoholics Anonymous had re-
vived an ideal that its era had almost forgotten.

What was your first impression of

AA?

My first impression was that A.A. was a great organization for
those who needed it, but I was very glad to announce myself as
a visitor. This experience was in the early 1980s, and I had to
attend a meeting as a condition to complete my credential in an
Alcohol and Drug Dependency program for a college. I clearly
remember feeling uncomfortable being there, for I suspected
even then I needed to be in A.A.

What made you realize A.A. would work for you?

Secondly, can AA weed out those who should
not be attending ..? ; these above problems are factors
that contribute to AA’s many failures & the low recovery
rates.

Dear Concerned,
Your comments and concerns come up often in the Fellowship
these days. First, let me share my column of June, 2010:

"Dear Alkie Alma,

| have been having a problem lately with open meetings,
which seem to have become like a “free for all” where
anybody can talk about anything except about recovery
from alcoholism. Also, | recently have heard of meetings
that allow people to read from the Bible, other religious
texts and, even, a speech by a politician. Is this normal?
Are these actions in keeping with A.A. traditions?

Reuben A., Orange

Dear Reuben,

First of all, we have a little blue card available at Central Office
that explains:

”This is an open meeting of Alcoholics Anonymous. We are glad you
are all here — especially newcomers. In keeping with our singleness
of purpose and our Third Tradition which states that 'The only
requirement for A.A. member-ship is a desire to stop drinking, 'we
ask that all who participate confine their discussion to their prob-
lems with alcohol.”

(The 1987 General Service Conference made this statement availa-
ble as an A.A. service piece for those groups who wish to use it.)

If the meeting Leader and/or Secretary (or any member for that
qa@r) lecl reﬂ t_his agm,enéiny tllinﬁ g:[ t of hand,
then the meeting can concentrate on the solution™rather than the
problem.

As for the kinds of readings that might suggest affiliation with
any “creed”, repeat the preamble that is read at the beginning of
each meeting. Also, reminding the group of Tradition Ten (that
A.A. has no opinion on outside issues) might be helpful. In the
end, Tradition Four gives us guidance: “Each group should be
autonomous except in matters affecting other groups or A.A. as
a whole.” One definition of “autonomy” is “having the right or
power of self-government;” or something “undertaken or car-
ried on without outside control.” Certainly this applies to our
groups. The trick is to successfully determine when one group’s
actions affect any other groups or A.A. as a whole. If the group
that is ignoring the traditions, should try to convert other groups
to its way of thinking and doing, then we would have a viola-
tion; plus this would effect A.A. as a whole. Experience has
shown that groups that drift away from the message of recovery
and the traditions soon wither and die. That is the sad fact. The
only other solution is for the Group Relations Committee of the
Intergroup Association to counsel such groups in the hopes that
they will change their ways. Barring that, they can be deleted
from the Meeting Directory. That’s about it.

The real tragedy is that such groups confuse our new members
and prospective members, and, may, ultimately, prevent them

from hearing the message of recovery that our wonderful pro-

gram offers."

Second, concerning attendance by court ordered folks, Tradition
Four can also apply here. Some groups will not sign court man-
dated attendance cards. That is their right under this Tradition.
They are autonomous. Conversely, other groups, especially
open meetings, feel that anyone in trouble with the law because
of their drinking deserves to hear not only our message of re-
covery, but to hear what our drinking was like so they can begin
to identify. But, these can only happen when the meeting abides
by our "singleness of purpose." Our best bet is to counsel the
groups who are slipping away. Why don't you pick up some of
these blue cards at Central Office, and be prepared to read them
at meetings you feel are straying. After all, "We are responsi-
ble..."

CALL FORWARDING

CALL FORWARDING:

The call forwarding program instituted by Orange County
Central Office insures that our help line phones are answered
by volunteers 24/7. During hours when the Central Office is
closed, calls to the Central Office are forwarded to a call
forwarding volunteer’s home or cell phone, where the volun-
teer answers the calls just as if he or she were sitting in the
Central Office. This service allows the Central Office to
realize a significant cost saving because we do not need to
contract with a phone answering service. Even more vital,
when a call is placed to Alcoholics Anonymous in Orange
County, the caller will be talking to an Alcoholics Anony-
mous member not a phone service! This truly is “front-line”
12" Step work and we would appreciate any time you can
give.

SHIFTS:

Monday thru Friday shifts are 6am to 9am, 6pm to 9pm and
9pm to 6am. Saturday shifts start with the 6am to 9am. The
Central Office opens and covers from 9am to 1pm on Satur-
days. The phones are then forwarded to volunteers to cover
the phones from 1pm to 4pm, 4pm to 7pm, 7pm to 10pm and
10pm to 6am. On Sundays and Holidays shifts begin at 6am
with the 6am to 10am, and continue with 10am to 2pm, 2pm
to 6pm, 6pm to 10pm and 10pm to 6am.

VOLUNTEERING:

In order to volunteer for this service it is suggested that you
have two years of sobriety. You must then arrange with the
Central Office Manager in Santa Ana or the Satellite Office
Manager in Mission Viejo for a brief orientation session
which will be held at one of the offices. Shifts are available
