OFFICE VOLUNTEERS... 

SATURDAY AFTERNOON AT THE OCAACO 

A quiet afternoon of correcting directories and typing was what 

Gordon and I looked forward to when we arrived at the Central 

Office at noon. Checking in with the Answering Service—no 

calls so far (had been relayed to Johnny at 

home). The quiet lasted 5 minutes. A long 

distance call from Fontana. A long chain of 

circumstances. A sick alcoholic in Anaheim 

facing court action and divorce. His brother 

had once saved the life of a member in N.Y. 

This man had contacted the GSO and was 

referred to the man in Fontana, who was 

given an address, but no phone for the sick 

alcoholic. Information claimed there was no 

phone there. Could we check on it, provide help, if possible, and 

report back to him so he could come and help if the man was 

there and needed him? We're on our own now, looking up the 

address, then checking the list of A.A. members 

available for 12th step calls who live fairly close 

to him. Some people on the list claim they never 

get calls, so try starting from the bottom of the 

alphabet, hoping others don't use that system too 

often. On the first six tries there are three "not 

theres", two outdated phone numbers, and a "don't answer". Suc-

cess at last, but the man doesn't get his driving license for awhile. 

Suggest he line up an A.A. with a car and call back so we can 

call someone else if necessary. Thank God, we have 2 phones! 

Gordon has been busy with swing shift worker who wants a day-

time meeting. First contact with the Cen-

tral Office—went to a meeting a year 

ago—didn't get much out of it. Not many 

daytime meetings in the directory. One or 

two have been dropped (that's part of the 

directory updating we were going to 

spend the afternoon on). We call him 

back with a list of four meetings—but wouldn't he like to learn 

something firsthand from one of our members? OK? We'll have 

someone there this afternoon. (That may seem like a rash prom-

ise after the experience of trying to locate someone for the first 

call, but its bound to work out. This time we connect on the first 

try.) Quiet for a moment. Time for coffee. And start that typ-

ing—oops, where's the carbon paper? Dime store's only five 

minutes away. Gordon can handle the phone if both lines don't 

go wild at the same time. At last, the paper and carbons are in 

the typewriter and one line is typed. It will be two hours before 

the second line. There goes that phone! A girl in panic. Her hus-

band has been on the program. She has never known him drunk 

before. He's mean and he needs a doctor immediately. She 

needs help! There's one A.A. member her husband will talk to. 

We call him up. He's too sick to go. Johnny 

calls in to see how things are going. It 

turns out the girl had already called in 

several times. Perhaps an A.A. man and 

Alanon wife might help. First try...out of 

town. Second try...man, just got in from a 

12th step call, and could we get someone 

else? Third try...no answer. The phone 

again—our second man calling back. ―I 

know how hard it is to line up a 12th step call. We'll go.‖ Good old 

Hank. Gordon has the other phone. A woman wants to commit 

her brother now, not Monday. Gordon knows about this. After 

they discuss it, we try to locate a man who can help her further. 

No phone, so another car jaunt. He's not there so we leave a mes-

sage for him to call us. Back to the office. Its Hank on the phone. 

Their man needs a doctor, he's violent. There's a list of doctors 

on the desk. But this could be delicate. Better call Johnny. We 

alternate doctors, so we won't be calling the same one all the 

time. One or two may take house calls. They don't like to. We 

try! Success! Call Hank back with the good news. Quiet at last. 

Time to go home. The box score? Only three 12th step calls, one 

public information call, one intergroup call,  two calls about 

meetings. Also one A.A. member who dropped in for a mo-

ment, and a cute coed who came by for literature for a term 

paper on A.A. Why don't we do this more often?

What was your first impression of A.A.? 

Everyone seemed truly happy. I was also 

amazed how the women in A.A. helped me 

– and they didn’t even know me. 

 

What made you realize A.A. would work for you? 

By going to meetings regularly I saw true miracles and 

changes happening. I just was listening to others and watch-

ing my life change. 

 

In your opinion, what is the most important thing a newcomer 

should know about A.A.? 

That his or her life can change, but it won’t happen in 24 

hours. They deserve a better life and they can have it, if they 

do the work! 

 

Take a wild guess - how many A.A. meetings have you been 

to? 

1,750 

 

What’s your current weekly meeting routine? 

Monday night Women’s 12 & 12; Saturday Hugger’s HB; 

Sunday Huggers HB; Once a month I participate on a hospi-

tal panel. 

 

Why do you continue to go to meetings? 

I go to meetings because I have to be in a seat to hear what I 

need to. I feel that my higher power talks through people, and 

if I don’t attend the meetings I might miss out on something 

really important. I also love the laughter in the rooms of A.A. 

  

What do you remember the most about your first few months 

of sobriety? 

I was very excited about the program, but still had fear about 

my future. I wanted to be President or VP of A.A. My gar-

dener’s were very sad I stopped drinking because they could 

no longer have my beer cans for recycling! 

 

Do you remember the first time you asked for help – what was 

that like? 

I called my sponsor and told her that I thought something was 

wrong because I didn’t have any big issues going on. She ad-

vised me that is the feeling of serenity and peace. I truly had 

never felt that peaceful before. 

 

What has been your biggest challenge in sustained sobriety? 

My daughter was diagnosed with thyroid cancer. Although I 

did not want to drink at the time, I had a very difficult time 

with acceptance. I finally did accept the diagnosis, but it took 

a while. 

 

Do you ever think you might be cured for good? 

ABOSLUTELY NOT! The only cure for me is working a pro-

gram. I do not get to graduate, and for that I will be forever 

grateful. If I ever feel cured, that will be a big sign that I am 

not working this thing to the best of my ability. 

 

Besides yourself, who benefits the most from your sobriety? 

My two children benefit the most. I am an example to them 

today. That is the best gift I can give them. All of my relation-

ships have improved, but they are the two who benefit the 

most. 

 

What’s the best thing about being sober? 

The fact I can actually say I have Faith, Peace, Hope, Grace 

and Dignity in my life today. My world is so much larger and 

more exciting today. I also can say that I love Susie today. 

That gives me the ability to love others! A.A. has given me so 

much and I am so grateful.

On July 9, 2010, our Web site redesign went live. 
Thus, some statistics start from a new base. Dur-
ing March, there were 12,707 "visits" to  
www.oc-aa.org. 
 
The first on-line issue of the Lifeline was posted to 
our Web site in July of 2006. However, when our 
site hosting company changed servers in June of 
2007, some usage statistics were lost. Since July, 
2007, the Lifeline home page has been viewed 
20,229 times. Individual issue files have been 
viewed 38,836 times. During March, 212 visitors 
viewed the March issue, while past issues were 
viewed 704 times. In addition, issues from select-
ed years dating back to April, 1963, (Vol. 1 No. 1) 
were viewed 1,361 times.

It's great to hear that you are sober nearly two years. 
Keep up the good work. As for finding a female to write, 
A.A. experience has shown that men should contact men, 
and women contact other women. The fellowship has 
many programs that bring the message to those who are 
incarcerated. 
  
"At present a total of 2,566 A.A. groups, with a member-
ship of about 67,000, hold meetings in jails, prisons, ju-
venile detention homes, and other correctional facilities. 
Some are quietly carrying the message one-to-one; oth-
ers, often with the help of prison officials and A.A.s on 
the outside, are writing, printing, and distributing their 
own newsletters. Through the efforts of local Correctional 
Facilities committees across the U.S. and Canada, more 
and more prisoners are participating in prerelease con-
tact sponsorship programs that effectively smooth their 
transition from A.A. inside to regular meetings out-
side." (Box 459, August-September, 2003) 
 
Also, if you wish, you can ask members who bring meet-
ings to you “inside” to have your name submitted to the 
Correction Correspondence group. Some sober member

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STEP 5: Admitted to God, ourselves and to an-
other human being the exact nature of our 
wrongs 
 

In my opinion this is the step that really does take some 

courage. Many people think Step Four is the major stum-

bling block. However, I think it is not Step Four alone, 

but the prospect of Step Five looming immediately after-

wards that may deter many alcoholics from doing Step 

Four.  
 

Admitting the exact nature of my wrongs to another hu-

man being was not something I 

relished. My ego revolted at the 

thought. I wanted to forget many 

of the crazy and stupid things in 

my past and just move on. So I 

not only did not want to admit to 

myself,  but also certainly did not 

want to tell another person about 

these. That was the result of a 

weak and immature defense 

mechanism, a version of denial. 

Telling my God was not an issue 

for me. The God I believed in 

knows everything. But revealing myself to another per-

son was not appealing. 
 

But, at Step Five I was warned not to skip this step. In 

Chapter 6, ―Into Action‖, in our text, Alcoholics Anony-

mous, Bill W. states, ― If we skip this vital step, we may 

not overcome drinking.‖ Even skimping on this step can 

be the cause of failure. Leaving out those faults that are 

particularly embarrassing can be a disaster.  
 

It is true that in the religion in which I was raised confes-

sion to a priest was advised and was a sacrament. But it 

was rather anonymous.  I did not like the idea of a face-to

-face recounting of my wrongs.  But I did it anyway. And 

the result has been great, long-term sobriety.  
 

My experience is the same as that of the many successful 

people I have met in A.A. It does work. And the benefits 

are not just the freedom from alcohol, but also the free-

dom from fear and tension that can cause more drinking, 

or just make life difficult. So there is a bonus to working 

this step well. 
 

I worked this step with my sponsor. Bill discusses the 

details of selecting that special human being with whom 

to share the details. A review of his advice on page 74 of 

the big book is worth the time. But when it comes time to 

do this step, just do it. Get it done and your sobriety will 

be more secure and your life more comfortable. There 

really is no reason to procrastinate. Just do it!

Pamphlet: 

“Circles of Love and Service – How the Parts of A.A. All 

Fit and Work Together” 

 

This pamphlet doesn’t waste any time getting right to the 

point with a large headline across the top of the inside 

that reads: ―Here is the A.A. SYSTEM for getting things 

done to help alcoholics, without bosses or rules.‖ In ef-

fect the pamphlet uses a series of concentric circles to 

show how information is intended to 

flow from A.A. meetings to a central 

group conscience and back out to the 

meetings and individual members. 
 

The outer ring is the A.A. meeting 

groups, each of which should have a 

General Service Representative 

(GSR). The next ring consists of the 

Area Assembly, which is made up of 

the area GSRs and other area repre-

sentatives. For us this is Area 9 or 

the Mid-Southern California Area 

(MSCA), which includes the com-

munities of Orange County, River-

side County, San Bernardino Coun-

ty, and a portion of Los Angeles 

County. These assemblies meet to gather and share 

knowledge and bring it back to the member groups. 
 

The innermost circle is the Area Delegates and General 

Service Conference. A delegate is elected from each Area 

to attend the General Service Conference in New York 

each April. There the delegate is able to put a finger on 

the worldwide pulse of A.A. and soak up current guid-

ance from around the globe while also being able to con-

tribute anything he or she has to offer to A.A. at large. 

Afterward the delegate brings the new information and 

insight back to the Area Assembly where it is passed on 

to the GSRs and then the member meetings. 
 

In this way every year presents an opportunity for the 

entire fellowship to come full circle and benefit from les-

sons learned around the world, and it all begins with the 

individual A.A. members and group meetings. 
 

We’re Almost 50! 
The pamphlet also mentions how Central Offices and 

Intergroups are separate and independent from the above 

structure. The Orange County Central Office, which will 

celebrate 50 years next year, is concerned with local af-

fairs only – like providing a local telephone hotline, 

printing newsletters (like this one!) and meeting guides, 

coordinating Twelfth-Step calls and much more – check 

out www.oc-aa.org for all the services available from 

your Central Office.

Tradition Five 
 

“Each group has but one primary purpose –  

To carry its message to the alcoholic who still suffers.” 

 

It seems clear that the primary purpose of the group is 

really the same as the primary purpose of the individual alco-

holic. Neither the group nor the individual alky deals in real 

estate, medical services or the loan business. Our PRIMARY 

purpose is to help our fellow alcoholic achieve and maintain a 

comfortable, responsible sobriety. 

Since we can't or don't help him by getting his job back 

for him, floating him a loan or squaring things for him with 

his wife and children, how can we possibly help the still suf-

fering alcoholic? 

It's called SHARING. We try our best to to share our 

experience, strength and hope with the rest of the people on 

the program. We do this by telling our stories in a general 

way. We do this by relating what we were like when we 

drank, what happened to make us quit drinking and what we 

THINK we are like now.  

We do this in many different ways and in many different 

locations. We go into jails and hospitals. We share at meet-

ings. Sponsor and sponsee sit and give or receive our miracu-

lous Fifth Step. We write letters and send tapes to those who 

are housebound or so isolated they can't attend meetings ... 

and oh boy, do we use 

the telephone! We talk to 

each other by the hour 

because this is one of our 

sure-fire roads to recov-

ery.  

We do all these 

things because it takes us 

out of ourselves and for 

the first time in many 

years we aren't thinking 

of what's in it for us, but how we can help the other guy. The 

other guy who is STILL suffering. 

Many of us think a more modern approach or some sort 

of magic would be better and quicker. The truth seems to be 

that any time we are talking to another alcoholic we are talk-

ing to an expert on how to drink and get drunk. What he 

needs to know is how to get and stay SOBER. 

I remember the first time I went into a prison on a panel. 

I asked the Panel Chairman, ―I never did any hard time. What 

can I say to these guys?‖ He answered: ―Tell them about life 

on the bricks ... tell them how to stay sober. They don't need 

or care about anything other than that.‖ He was right. Those 

prisoners were no different than the rest of the people on the 

Program. 

Sharing helps all of us towards a more comfortable and 

happier recovery. Whether we help the alcoholic who still 

suffers as a group or as an individual - this tradition is vital to 

us all.

Serenity at the center of my being that I have never 

really had! 

Best of all, I realize that by wrapping myself 

loosely but comfortably in it, the world can be my 

own loose garment that cannot be thrown away by 

anyone but me!
