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STEP 11: ñSought Through prayer and medita-

tion to improve our conscious contact with God as 

we understood Him, praying only for knowledge 

of His will for us and the power to carry that out.ò 
 

  Power, that is what I lacked all along. And here in Step 11, 

it is promised to me as the power to carry out Godôs will. In 

Step one I admitted that I was powerless over alcohol and 

other aspects of my life by virtue of their being unmanagea-

ble. But now power is offered to me! That was great news.  

  In Step 3, I made a decision to turn my will and life over to 

the care of God. I was willing to do that. But I was puzzled: 

what to do next. How could I find out what Godôs will is for 

me? Step 11 provided the answer. Through prayer and medita-

tion I would receive not only guidance, but power, too.  

  In our book Alcoholics Anonymous, Bill Wilson devotes 

four pages to this step. He makes definite valuable sugges-

tions regarding how to pray and what to pray for at various 

times of the day and in different situations. For example, he 

mentions that at the start of the day we should ask God to di-

rect our thinking, particularly that it be free of self-pity and 

dishonest motives. During the day, especially at moments of 

indecision, we can ask Him for inspiration. Bill mentions ask-

ing God for forgiveness at the end of the day. These bring to 

mind the varieties of prayer that are available to us. Praise and 

adoration, requests, asking for forgiveness, and expressing 

thanks are themes that I can incor-

porate into my personal prayers.  

  Bill also mentions meditation in 

this section, but devotes only a 

paragraph to it. But, in the 12 Steps 

and 12 Traditions, he expands on 

both prayer and meditation. He 

provides a format for meditation 

that suggests using mental images, 

a sunlit beach and the ocean, to 

relax and clear the mind to focus 

on the content of a very powerful 

prayer. The prayer Bill uses is gen-

erally considered authored by St. 

Frances of Assisi. However, Wik-

ipedia reports that it can be traced 

only to 1912, but not to the 13th 

Century when St. Francis lived.   

  Another source on the Web 

states that this prayer dates to the 

11th Century and William the Con-

queror. No matter who wrote it 

when. It is a very powerful prayer. 

And some saintly author must have 

composed it for it asks for attitudes 

that are extremely altruistic and atypical of most human be-

havior. I find it very inspiring and worthy of striving for the 

ideals expressed, such as peace, love, harmony, forgiveness, 

truth, faith, hope, light, joy, understanding, comfort, love, and 

self-forgetting. I can only aspire to these principles and hope 

that I can be a small channel for Godôs will.  

  Power? How does this give me power? Bill explains that 

by improving my conscious contact with God, I am given His 

grace, wisdom and love. And so, with those gifts I can be con-

fident as I move through the world that I am empowered to do 

the right things. This in turn provides me with emotional bal-

ance! And I think that is an amazing gift for an alcoholic- 

emotional balance. I interpret that to be freedom from a thou-

sand gnawing anxieties and the hole in my gut. Bill W. ex-

pands on that by stating, ñone of the greatest rewards of medi-

tation and prayer is the sense of belonging that comes to us. 

We no longer live in a hostile world.ò And that is the power to 

be free.  

  This Step 11 is frequently referred to as a maintenance 

step. I notice that the word improve is prominent in the step. If 

I can improve by using this step, it is a growth step in my 

opinion. There is no limit to the amount of truth, justice and 

love that I can channel. I just need to work this step more fre-

quently to get the improved conscious contact with God and 

the benefits: the power, the grace, the promises.

Our relations with the general public 

should be characterized by personal 

anonymity. We think A.A. ought to 

avoid sensational advertising. Our 

names and pictures as A.A. members 

ought not to be broadcast, filmed, or 

publicly printed. Our public relations 

should be guided by the principle of 

attraction rather than promotion. There 

is never need to praise ourselves. We 

feel it better to let our friends recom-

mend us.  

 

WITHOUT its legions of well-wishers, 

A.A. could never have grown as it has. 

Throughout the world, immense and 

favorable publicity of every description 

has been the principal means of bring-

ing alcoholics into our fellowship. In 

A.A. offices, clubs, and homes tele-

phones ring constantly. One voice says, 

ñI read a piece in the newspapers...ò, 

another, ñWe heard a radio program...ò, 

and still another, ñWe saw a moving 

pictureéò, or, ñWe saw something 

about A.A. on televisionéò It is no 

exaggeration to say that half of A.A.ôs 

membership has been led to us through 

channels like these. 

The inquiring voices are not all alcohol-

ics or their families. Doctors read medi-

cal papers about Alcoholics Anony-

mous and call for more information. 

Clergymen see articles in their church 

journals, and also make inquiries. Em-

ployers learn that great corporations 

have set their approval upon us, and 

wish to discover what can be done 

about alcoholism in their own firms. 

Therefore a great responsibility fell 

upon us to develop the best possible 

public relations policy for Alcoholics 

Anonymous. Through many painful 

experiences, we think we have arrived 

at what that policy ought to be. It is the 

opposite in many ways of usual promo-

tional practice. We found that we had to 

rely upon the principle of attraction 

rather than of promotion. 

Letôs see how these two contrasting 

ideasðattraction and promotionðwork 

out. A political party wishes to win an 

election, so it advertises the virtues of 

its leadership to draw votes. A worthy 

charity wants to raise money; forthwith 

its letterhead shows the name of every 

distinguished person whose support can 

be obtained. Much of the political, eco-

nomic, and religious life of the world is 

dependent upon publicized leadership. 

People who symbolize causes and ideas 

fill a deep human need. We of A.A. do 

not question that. But we do have to 

soberly face the fact that being in the 

public eye is hazardous, especially for 

us. By temperament, nearly every one 

of us had been an irrepressible promot-

er, and the prospect of a society com-

posed almost entirely of promoters was 

frightening. Considering this explosive 

factor, we knew we had to exercise self-

restraint. 

The way this restraint paid off was star-

tling. It resulted in more favorable pub-

licity of Alcoholics Anonymous than 

could possibly have been obtained 

through all the arts and abilities of 

A.A.ôs best press agents. Obviously, 

A.A. had to be publicized somehow, so 

we resorted to the idea that it would be 

far better to let our friends do this for 

us. Precisely that has happened, to an 

unbelievable extent. Veteran newsmen, 

trained doubters that they are, have 

gone all out to carry A.A.ôs message. 

To them, we are something more than 

the source of good stories. On almost 

every news-front, the men and women 

of the press have attached themselves to 

us as friends. 

In the beginning, the press could not 

understand our refusal of all personal 

publicity. They were genuinely baffled 

by our insistence upon anonymity. Then 

they got the point. Here was something 

rare in the world...a society which said 

it wished to publicize its principles and 

its work, but not its individual mem-

bers. The press was delighted with this 

attitude. Ever since, these friends have 

reported A.A. with an enthusiasm 

which the most ardent members would 

find hard to match. 

There was actually a time when the 

press of America thought the anonymity 

of A.A. was better for us than some of 

our own members did. At one point, 

about a hundred of our society were 

breaking anonymity at the public level. 

With perfectly good intent, these folks 

declared that the principle of anonymity 

was horse-and-buggy stuff, something 

appropriate to A.A.ôs pioneering days. 

They were sure that A.A. could go fast-

er and farther if it availed itself of mod-

ern publicity methods. A.A., they point-

ed out, included many persons of local, 

national, or international fame. Provid-

ed they were willingðand many were--

why shouldnôt their membership be 

publicized, thereby encouraging others 

to join us? These were plausible argu-

ments, but happily our friends of the 

writing profession disagreed. 

The Alcoholic Foundation wrote letters 

to practically every news outlet in North 

America, setting forth our public rela-

tions policy of attraction rather than 

promotion, and emphasizing personal 

anonymity as A.A.ôs greatest protec-

tion. Since that time, editors and rewrite 

men have repeatedly deleted names and 

pictures from A.A. copy; frequently 

they have reminded ambitious individu-

als of A.A.ôs anonymity policy. They 

have even sacrificed good stories to this 

end. The force of their cooperation has 

certainly helped. Only a few A.A. mem-

bers are left who deliberately break 

anonymity at the public level. 

This in brief is the process by which 

A.A.ôs Tradition Eleven was construct-

ed. To us, however, it represents far 

more than a sound public relations poli-

cy. It is more than a denial of self-

seeking. This tradition is a constant and 

practical reminder that personal ambi-

tion has no place in A.A.. In it each 

member becomes an active guardian of 

our fellowship.

fail to keep a man in everlasting ignoranceñthat prin-

ciple is contempt prior to investigation.ó 
 

My family is not walking in my truth, and what I 

experienced in my attitude and outlook upon my 

great-grandsonõs cause of death would have de-

stroyed my granddaughter, and fragmented my re-

lationship with my family. They did see, however, 

my example of being in fellowship with other peo-

ple in recovery, in order to walk though the pain; 

they did not see me turn to alcohol as they had to 

do, so who can say how many meetings a person 

ought to go to in any given situation? This decision 

is determined by the God or each one of our own un-

derstanding of God, not by oneõs personal experi-

ence or need to run the show.

I am in agreement with Alcoholic B, who says 

every situation is different and going to fewer meet-

ings after five or six years of sobriety shouldn't au-

tomatically be considered a step back. 
 

Alcoholic A appears to be rigid in his/her atti-

tude and outlook upon staying sober. In the 

book of Alcoholics Anonymous, it is suggested 

that we òoffer ourselves to God, as we understood 

Him,ó that we ask to do òHis Will Always,ó 

and that we òabandon ourselves utterly to 

himó (Third Step Prayer, page 63). 
 

The book continues to suggest that we take ac-

tions that have worked for others who have 

achieved sobriety. Each suggestion includes sur-

rendering to God as we understand Him. It is 

written on page 77 that òOur real purpose is to fit 

ourselves to be of maximum service to God and the 

people about us.ó 
 

AS we continue to be made fit to be of maximum 

service, it may not be Godõs will for us to be in a 

set amount of meetings. He may require that we 

be of service to our families at home; to our fel-

low-employees at work; to our neighbors; to 

someone who is in the hospital; ad infinitum. 
 

While meetings are a part of this design for living, 

they are only a part of the sum total of staying 

sober. I have stayed sober for 31 years, because, 

many times, God did for me what I could not do for 

myself (page 84, Alcoholics Anonymous), in 

times when I either strayed away from meetings, 

or simply could not make meetings, for various 

reasons. 
 

In April of this year, I was blessed with my se-

cond great grandson, who lived for only eight 

hours. I was in Michigan, where my granddaugh-

ter and her husband live, for three and one half 

weeks during this time, and attended three meet-

ings per day in order to walk through the pain. 

The meetings were vital for me, after thirty-one  

years of sobriety, as no one in my family is in recov-

ery. However, in going to the three meetings per day, 

I was also carrying a message as I shared my experi-

ence, strength, and hope that "some day we hope 

that Alcoholics Anonymous will help the public to a 

better realization of the gravity or the alcoholic prob-

lem (pg. 103, Alcoholics Anonymous).ó 
 

It appeared to me that my great-grandson suffered 

an alcoholic death from the womb, and I was grate-

The first sentence of this pamphlet makes a statement that 

goes right to the heart of one of the main misunderstandings 

about A.A.: ñAlcoholics Anonymous is not a a religious socie-

ty.ò Countless alcoholics have shunned A.A. based on the 

misguided belief that the program is just some kind of alterna-

tive religion dressed up in different clothes. The truth is that 

A.A. does not endorse or preach any religion at all. 

 

Yes, the words ñGodò and ñprayerò do appear in A.A. litera-

ture, but this doesnôt me members are required to believe in 

any scripture or Sunday 

School teachings. While the 

founders did lean heavily on 

religious blueprints in the 

early days of the movement 

for inspiration, trial and error 

soon revealed that any strict 

religious requirements would 

cloud the main objective of 

sobriety. The pamphlet rein-

forces this point: ñThe A.A. 

Program of recovery is based 

on certain spiritual values. 

Individual members are free 

to interpret these values as 

they think best, or not to think about them at all.ò 

 

However, there are an awful lot of A.A. meetings held in 

churches, which likely adds to the image of A.A. as some kind 

of religious institution. Again, not the case. The pamphlet does 

point out, though, that A.A. is grateful to many members of 

the clergy for opening their rooms to A.A. so members can 

have clean, low-rent places for their meetings. 

 

The pamphlet also offers a concise view of the Higher Power 

concept: ñA.A. experience suggests that to get sober and stay 

sober, alcoholics need to accept and depend on a spiritual enti-

ty, or force, that they perceive as greater than themselves. 

Some choose the A.A. group as their ñHigher Powerò; some 

look to God ï as they understand Him; and others rely on en-

tirely different concepts. Experience shows that, if they main-

tain an open mind on the subject, they will in time find an 

answer to this distinctly personal dilemma.ò 

 

Yesterday is history, 

tomorrowôs a mystery, 

and today is a gift!

I was really anxious all 

the time. Later I realized that the times I was most restless 

(evenings and weekends) were the hours when I normally 

drank. I had to find constructive uses for my free time, so I 

went back to college and finished my degree. 

 

Do you remember the first time you asked for helpïwhat was 

that like? 

Simply by accepting the help that was offered to me, I felt a 

sense of relief like nothing I have ever felt before. For years 

Iôd been alone in the world, but then I was shown a door to a 

room filled with millions of people like me. 

 

What has been your biggest challenge in sustained sobriety? 

My biggest challenge is interacting with ñciviliansò (normies) 

who donôt have a program like ours to help guide them in their 

daily lives, donôt see the value in being rigorously honest, 

donôt feel the need to promptly admit when they are wrong or 

practice any principles in their daily affairs. 

 

Do you ever think you might be cured for good? 

No, I donôt have that luxury. I must ALWAYS be on guard 

because if I ever went out, Iôm not sure I would ever come
