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The A.A. Group— Who Needs One?

Friday, 9:15 p.m.: A young lady is sharing. The room is
very still as she describes her alcoholism and the stroke
she had at age 22. She goes on to describe the phy-
sical handicap she suffers now, due to the stroke. She
expresses her gratitude to A.A. and to the baseball team
and the painful humiliation of trying to throw with a not-
so-good left hand. She shares how she realizes the
game depends on all the players and not just her. Lik-
ens it to A.A. and how it's a team effort de-
pendent upon each other (1st.Tradition).

The room is filled with people deeply moved
by the young lady's story. It wasn't always
like that at our GROUP.

Not so long ago, most of the stories were neg-
ative, attendance was way down and mem-
bers spoke of their dislike for the meeting.
Getting people to serve was more difficult.
One young lady raised her hand to share, she said she
really resented the negative talk and that she loved this
meeting and suggested they help make it a better
GROUP or move on.

A group inventory was held by a steering committee
and changes were made. The meeting slowly changed
back to a GROUP again. We found the answer on page
35 of the “A.A, Group Pamphlet.” It describes the differ-
ence between a group and a meeting. It says, “meetings
are now the primary activity of each group, and the most
common way of ‘carrying the message’ to both newcomers
and other members who want to maintain recovery.” The
pamphlet goes on to say “groups,” on the other hand, con-
tinue to exist even when the meeting is not taking place.
They are the people who come pretty regularly to the meet-
ings and act loyally and accept responsibility toward the
group. Some attend simply as listeners; others participate
and help with the chores. Sometimes A.A. members gather
regularly just for lunch, or picnics, or meet in each others’
homes to get the kind of sharing they like most.

Some members want more than just being “dry,” Often if a
group’s member seems to be having an unusual amount of
trouble, participation in more of A.A. has been the answer.

A.A. history shows that “meetings” which “grow up” usually
develop enough mature strength of their own to become
independent of their first founding “parent” members. And,
like growing children, as they mature they take notice of and
participate in activities outside their own interests in them-
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selves. They begin to perform their share of service in the
local intergroup and in General Service activities. By ac-
cepting new responsibilities and challenges in the world
outside themselves, meetings seem to grow into GROUPS.

The GROUP that | attend is an open participation, with a
speaker once a month. The average attendance is from
80 to 110 people. We've had eight steering committee
meetings in the last eight years. All of the reports from In-
tergroup, General Service, and Hospital and Institutions are
given directly to the entire GROUP once a month.
The GROUP contributes to our local central office,
the Mid-Southern Calif. Area.(MSCA) and G.S.O
in New York, using the 60-30-10 break down after
expenses.

Our GROUP expenses include literature, refresh-
ments, rent donation, travel reimbursement for our
speaker, telephone books with members names
included for our new friends, sobriety chips and
birthday cards.

Elections are held every six months. Job descriptions are
listed in a notebook. No nominations, members simply
sign up who are willing to greet, clean-up, set-up, etc. After
a month of sign ups, unsigned ballots are distributed and
voted on . In addition to the regular 8:30 p.m. meeting we
have a “beginners meeting” from 7:00-8:00.

Our GROUP speaks as a GROUP when invited. Some of
our other activities for the individual include volleyball, base-
ball, men’s and women'’s retreats, coffee after meetings,
birthday celebrations in homes after meetings , camp outs,
fishing, golf, couples meetings, putting together weddings,
going away parties, moving people, and we even have a
family financial planner available in our GROUP. Of course
not everyone participates in these activities, but they are
available.

The GROUP members attend a number of other GROUP
meetings....Book Study, Step Study, and Men and Woman
stag meetings.

We have our ups and downs, two or three cliques, but the
bottom line is we stay sober, carry the message and have
an overpowering love for each other.

Made direct amends to such people wherever
possible, except when to do so would injure
them or others.

Motivation! I needed motivation in order to do this Step. If you
are like me, you needed, or will need motivation, too. The idea
of directly approaching those I had harmed and making amends
to them was not a comfortable thought. It made me uneasy, to
say the least. So why did I do it?

Here is what I found worked for me: The idea of the carrot and
the stick. First, let’s look for the stick. Avoiding pain and pun-
ishment, the “stick,” has always been a great motivator for me
as well as much of mankind. I did not want to face disapproval
or punishment for doing wrong or failing to carry out responsi-
bilities. I applied this to Step Nine. It was my responsibility to
go to any length. And moreover, Bill Wilson points out that,
“Faith without works is dead” on page 76 of Alcoholics Anony-
mous. I could have said to myself forever that I was going to do
this step, but until I took action, it was meaningless.

That is how he begins his dissertation on Steps Eight and Nine.
He further points out the “it was agreed that we would go to
any lengths for victory over alcohol.” So there it is, the respon-
sibility to do this. Failure to carry it out would become a source
of pain for me.

But there was more to the “stick” for me. In this step, [ was
clearing up past behavior as much as possible. Not to do that
would have left me with memories of bad behavior at various
levels of my conscious and subconscious mind. That would
have been a continuing source of pain, recalling the wrongs for
which I knew I should make amends.

In his chapter on Step Eight, Bill writes about the emotional
harm we have done to ourselves: “Very deep, sometimes quite
forgotten, damaging emotional conflicts persist below the level
of consciousness. At the time of these occurrences, they may
have actually given our emotions violent twists which have
since discolored our personalities and altered our lives for the
worse.” This seems to be another form of the “stick,” self-
inflicted, but nonetheless real. I wanted to avoid that source of
emotional pain if possible.

The “carrot” for me was the Promises! At the end of Step Nine
in Alcoholics Anonymous, suddenly appear two amazing para-
graphs that we refer to as “The Promises.” Although there are
many promises throughout our books, these stand out and are
read at the close of many meetings. “If we are painstaking
about this phase of our development, we will be amazed before
we are half way through.” We will know freedom, happiness,
serenity and peace. And those negatives of fear of economic
insecurity, self-seeking, self-pity and feelings of uselessness
will disappear. I wanted those rewards. I would do the work for
those “carrots.”

In the chapter on Step Nine in Twelve Steps and Twelve Tradi-

tions and in the eight pages devoted to this Step in Alcoholics
Anonymous, Bill W. provides various recipes for dealing with
different situations and for making amends. Certainly I referred
to these and also conferred with my sponsor before embarking
on this Step. The results have been great: I have avoided the
pain of the “stick” and enjoyed the rewards of the “carrot;” I
mean the Promises. I hope that you too can find your own mo-
tivations to work this Step, because it is well worth the effort.

“A.A. as a Resource for the Health Care Professional”

An often told story in meetings is how an alcoholic’s doctor
started seeing signs of the illness years before the alcoholic
ever stepped foot into Alcoholics Anonymous. The doctor’s
comments of “Six drinks a night is not normal, Your liver
numbers indicate excessive alcohol con-
e sumption,” and, “This is classic alcoholic
A3 behavior — you need to stop drinking,” be-
?'R,.fé{,me came part of every office visit. In some cas-
for the es, the doctor even went so far as to recom-

Ffff'e“;s?g,’,‘; mend going to an A.A. meeting.

Chances are that doctor had read the “A.A.
as a Resource for the Health Care Profes-
sional” pamphlet, which provides a basic
outline of the program and suggests health
care workers include A.A. in their medicine
bags as a possible prescription for alcoholic
patients. Many times a doctor can be the
first person to suggest to an alcoholic that he
or she might have a drinking problem — even before friends
and family. And for a doctor to be able to present A.A. as the
effective, non-threatening program it is as a possible weapon
against the disease just might save the alcoholic years of con-
tinued drinking and destruction before seeking help.

In fact, the pamphlet makes a point of dispelling some of the
common objections to A.A.: “It’s too religious.” “I don’t
want to meet with a lot of losers. It’s too depressing.” “I
can’t go there. All those people are sober and I’'m not. I’d be
too ashamed.” “I don’t want everyone to know about my
drinking.” Short and concise explanations are provided to cut
away many of these social stigmas about A.A. that prevent
so many from getting the help that is readily available — and
because there are no pills or injections to cure alcoholism,
A.A. is one of the most powerful treatments any doctor can
recommend.

Unfortunately many doctors, probably most, are as in the
dark about A.A. as is the rest of society. Next time you see
your doctor, consider passing him/her this pamphlet so he/
she can be as informed as possible.
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The Ninth Tradition

A.A. as such, ought never be organized, but we may create
service boards or committees directly responsible to those
they serve.

“A.A. has to function, but at the same time it must avoid those
dangers of great wealth, prestige, and entrenched power
which necessarily tempt other societies. Though Tradition
Nine at first sight seems to deal with a purely practical matter,
in its actual operation it discloses a society without organiza-
tion, animated only by the spirit of service — a true fellow-
ship.”” Quoted from Tradition Nine in the Twelve and Twelve.

The words “Let’s keep it simple” were the last Bill W. heard
from his fellow founder of A.A., shortly before Dr. Bob’s
death in 1950.

distinguish sharply between spiritual simplicity and functional
os. And chaos is not simplicity.”

When Tradition Nine speaks of “A.A. as such,” it goes to the
heart of the A.A. experience, to the “spiritual simplicity” of
one alcoholic’s saying, silently perhaps, “Help!” and another
alcoholic’s answering, “I know how you feel. We’re here to
help you.” Such a relationship couldn’t be organized. Or could
it?

A nonmember familiar with modern business procedures
might examine the A.A. practice of sponsorship and see it as a
haphazard operation. How about computerizing it? Then an
A.A. behind an intergroup desk might say, “So you want help?
First, you need the right sponsor. We have personality profiles
of all our sponsors fed into our computer. We’ll match you up
to the best one for you if you’ll just fill out this question-
naire..... Where are you going? Come back!” That would be
an attempt to organize “A.A. as such.” (Please-nobody get any
ideas!)

But in “action by groups,” we find that we do need some de-
gree of organization. If everybody thinks somebody else is
going to make the coffee, what’s the result? No coffee! To
avoid such a disaster, one or more members agree to be re-
sponsible for preparing meeting refreshments. All the way
from coffee-brewers to trustees on the General Service Board,
those who take part in A.A. service work are assuming respon-
sibility—not taking on authority. (Here, Traditions Two and
Nine interlock.) Group officers are responsible to the members
of the group; intergroup committees, to the groups in one lo-
cality; institutions committees, to A.A. groups in treatment
facilities and correctional facilities; area committees, to all
groups in their areas; Conference delegates and committees, to
all groups in the U.S. and Canada; the General Service Office
and Board, and the board’s committees, to all groups and
members everywhere.
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In an average business corporation, the board has final power
to determine company plans and policy. Our board of trustees
serves in a custodial capacity; trustees vote at the Conference-
but as individuals, with one vote apiece. In industry, branch
offices jump when the home office speaks. Our G.S.O. is just a
clearinghouse of A.A. information, offering suggestions based
on experiences reported to it by groups.

And yet, with so small a degree of organization, A.A. miracu-
lously does work! One reason may be that Tradition Five ap-
plies to each A.A. committee and board as directly as it does to
each A.A. group. By cleaving to this “one primary purpose” in
all its activities, the Fellowship retains “spiritual simplicity.”
To diffuse that purpose, to embroil A.A. in issues apart from
its true concern, would create dangerous complications.....

Principles not Personalities

At the July 2011 Intergroup meeting the members in attend-
ance got to experience the proposal process and voting proce-
dure that takes place in Alcoholics Anonymous. After listen-
ing to a motion to change a part of the guidelines and structure
for the Intergroup Association, group representatives were able
to discuss the pros and cons of the motion and make a decision
via a vote.

Now, regardless of how I felt about this motion, as a board
member, [ don’t vote. I would like to go over a few things that
I saw during this process. First, I don’t think that most in at-
tendance understood what they were voting on. The 15 or so
new Intergroup Reps, I am sure, didn’t know. And I would
suspect that many who have attended since the beginning of
the year didn’t quite understand either. The issue at hand was
a change to the Intergroup guidelines. Period. This motion had
nothing to do with the Orange County Hospitals and Institu-
tions Committee. The motion was about changing a policy for
the Intergroup that was thought by some to be defective. The
problem was that the current H & I Director had not attended
the Intergroup meetings as per OUR guidelines. Now, the In-
tergroup Association has no voice over what the H & I Com-
mittee does. Nor should it. However, we do have a voice over
what the Intergroup does. If you look at the bigger picture,
now that there are two H & I Committees in Orange County,
do we need to have a non-elected (by the Intergroup) board
member on the Intergroup Board? Or, should we have two?
Besides, the motion was to just remove the position and was
not a slight at H & I, or to A.A. as a whole.

The discussion that was allowed to take place had some good
and bad information in it. Of course, that depends how you had
understood it. The non Intergroup member suggesting how the
Intergroup should conduct its business. The idea that only the
group was to make a decision and that the reps were only to
carry their group's message and not decide anything on there
own. Under the Concepts, that responsibility to make a deci-
sion is moved from the group to the elected rep, who is able to
receive all the information in order to cast an informed vote.
The idea that some members were against H & 1. The idea that
by voting to pass the motion that someone could get drunk.
And so on. Some information was good and correct as to the
reason and logic behind the motion. Did the real information
get out for all in attendance to understand and make an in-
formed group conscience? In my opinion, no. But again I
don’t have a vote, so it is up to those who do to present the
correct information.

Regardless of what the vote was and what you or your groups
think, I hope that the 30 additional people who signed the at-
tendance slips at this past meeting continue to attend. If your
group is not represented, your group will never have a voice.
And that is what the foundation of Alcoholics Anonymous is
about as presented in the 12 Concepts.

Why No Sponsees?
Dear Alky Alma,

Alma - I've got more than a few years of solid sobriety,
yet I've never been asked to be a sponsor. I find plenty
of ways to be of service, and I don't believe being a
sponsor is a requirement for maintaining sobriety. Still,
after listening to people who have more sponsees than
fingers and toes, I have to admit that I feel I'm missing
out on a big part of program. Any advice on how get a
sponsee?

Dear Jason,

While the Big Book makes no mention of Sponsor-
ship, it has certainly been a feature of our program
for a long time. We always advise newcomers to “do
90 meetings in 90 days, read the book, use the phone
and get a sponsor.” Our pamphlet, “Questions and
Answers on Sponsorship, ” states, “In A.A., sponsor
and sponsored meet as equals, just as Bill and Dr.
Bob did. Essentially, the process of sponsorship is
this: An alcoholic who has made some progress in the
recovery program shares that experience on a contin-
uous, individual basis with another alcoholic who is
attempting to attain or maintain sobriety through
AA”

There are some people in the fellowship who seem to
aggressively pursue potential newcomer sponsees.
They have a certain gift for this, and do untold good.
Others take a wait and see attitude, and allow the
new person to survey potential sponsors at lots of dif-
ferent meetings. This seems to also work well. Many
of us aren't sure about this “A.A. thing” at the outset,
and would take off if approached too aggressively.
The best advice I heard on the subject was to try lots
of different meetings and meet lots of different Alkies

before choosing someone whose story seemed much
like my own, and whom I came to believe I could
trust.

So, Jason, just relax and keep on sharing and being of
service. When the teacher is ready, the student will
appear.

Just do what they
tell you to do. It makes them happy and keeps them off your
back. Get a sponsor like they tell you. Go to meetings, don't
drink, take the twelve steps. Do what the old folks tell you.
Like I said, it ain't easy, but it sure helps to keep those old
fellows sober.

CALL FORWARDING
CALL FORWARDING:

The call forwarding program instituted by Orange County
Central Office insures that our help line phones are answered
by volunteers 24/7. During hours when the Central Office is
closed, calls to the Central Office are forwarded to a call
forwarding volunteer’s home or cell phone, where the volun-
teer answers the calls just as if he or she were sitting in the
Central Office.

Even more vital,
when a call is placed to Alcoholics Anonymous in Orange
County, the caller will be talking to an Alcoholics Anony-
mous member not a phone service! This truly is “front-line”

give.
