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Success in Sobriety means… 

This morning I received an email from a dear, longtime friend 

and member of our Fellowship. It was brief and to the point: 

“I'm having a lot of fun with this.  Please join in…Please com-

plete the phrase below.  Use no more than two sentences. Suc-

cess in sobriety means. . . .’” 

I replied, explaining that I had to look up the word “success,” 

and that the description that worked for me was “the accom-

plishment of an aim or purpose.” 

I then wrote, after “careful consideration,” my “no more than 2 

sentences:” “Success in sobriety means (to me) that I have, in 

spite of my doubts and fears, accomplished the aim or purpose 

(of and through our beloved program) of establishing a relation-

ship with my Creator, the likes of which I never ever thought 

could happen or could have imagined. The fact that I trust my 

God, do my best to keep my house clean, and am willing to 

help others (to slightly paraphrase Dr. Bob’s “prescription for 

sobriety”) is truly more God’s success than mine–but my full 

cooperation and commitment to sobriety–staying sober no mat-

ter what–has been essential!” 

I found you can get quite a bit into two sentences! There was a 

sense of fulfillment and joy as I read what I’d written, because 

it is the truth for me today. 

The truth that was the beginning of setting me free from the 

bondage of self was my surrender to the fact I could not stop or 

stay stopped drinking alone, by myself–and that I needed help 

from a Power greater than myself. 

The truths revealed in the Fourth Step and subsequent invento-

ries were difficult to accept. More is revealed and disclosed 

along sobriety’s path, yet getting to “the bottom of it all,” the 

disclosure and understanding eventually came as to who we 

really are (God’s kids), and what I am meant to be and do, that 

is, the role that the Higher Power has assigned me. This aware-

ness did not come “overnight.” 

There have been times of great suffering and confusion “on the 

road to Happy Destiny,” but somewhere in early sobriety, when 

I began to wake up to how ill I had been and still was, I sincere-

ly asked for protection and care with complete abandon. And 

the Higher Power has been 100% faithful to this day, whether 

or not I could see, sense, or feel it’s Presence at the time. 

It’s true in my experience, that our program is simple, but not 

easy; so says our Book. “There is a solution. Almost none of us 

liked the self-searching, the leveling of our pride, the confes-

sion of shortcomings which the process requires for its success-

ful consummation.” (Ah! There is “success” to be had when I 

get into action!). 

At this time of my life, to keep it simple, living sober one day at 

a time, is the goal. I have also found it true in my experience 

what Dr. Bob shared with us in his last talk: 

“There are two or three things that flashed into my mind on 

which it would be fitting to lay a little emphasis.  One is the 

simplicity of our program. Let's not louse it all up with Freudian 

complexes and things that are interesting to the scientific mind, 

but have very little to do with our actual A.A. work. Our 

Twelve Steps, when simmered down to the last, resolve them-

selves into the words “love” and “service.” We understand what 

love is, and we understand what service is. So let's bear those 

two things in mind. 

“Let us also remember to guard that erring member, the tongue, 

and if we must use it, let's use it with kindness and considera-

tion and tolerance. 

“And one more thing: None of us would be here today if some-

body hadn't taken time to explain things to us, to give us a little 

pat on the back, to take us to a meeting or two, to do numerous 

little kind and thoughtful acts in our behalf. So let us never get 

such a degree of smug complacency that we're not willing to 

extend, or attempt to extend, to our less fortunate brothers that 

help which has been so beneficial to us.” 

I haven’t been able to maintain anything like perfect adherence 

to our principles, yet progress, in spite of me, has come with a 

more conscientious practice, ever perfecting and enlarging my 

spiritual life through service and self-sacrifice, by and through 

God’s grace.

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STEP TWO 

 Came to believe that a Power greater than ourselves 

could restore us to sanity. 

So, alright. I admitted I was powerless over alcohol and my life had 

become unmanageable. That was the easy part since both postulates 

were obvious in my life. 

But here comes A.A. and the Big Book and Step 2 making it 

rather clear that I am going to have to introduce a Power Great-

er than Myself into my life if I want to regain my sanity. 

Wait a darn minute. Who said I was insane? Not the judge. Not 

the doctor. Not my family members. 

Then the man who would become my 

sponsor asked me why I piled my 

drunken self into my car at the 01 Club 

in L.A. and tried to drive home to Seal 

Beach. “Did you think the Highway 

Patrol took the night off?” he inquired. 

“What the heck were you thinking?” 

So, once more I had to admit (again grudgingly) that my ac-

tions didn’t exactly reflect the conduct of someone who had 

both oars in the water. 

“I see what the whole thing is about” I told Bob. “It’s just a 

clever little ploy that you guys cooked up to get me to admit 

there might be a God, right?” 

“That’s right,” he said. “Because until you do that, you proba-

bly don’t have much of a chance to stay sober. Or even to stay 

alive.” 

With the pushing and shoving of a couple of other members of 

the meeting that would eventually become my home group, I 

did start praying. My initial prayers were that Whoever was out 

there keeping me sober would become real and substantial in 

my life. 

“It may take awhile,” said Don M., “because you’re a pretty 

stubborn cuss. But if you can muster enough faith to stay sober 

for a week or so – as you’re doing now – you will find that as 

you gain faith in your Higher Power, you actually gain faith in 

yourself. And that faith is made evident by the realization that 

you haven’t had to pick up the first drink again. Do you really  

think that’s your doing? Do you think that you are no longer 

drunk every day because you have become a swell fellow?” 

Not exactly. But as my faith grew, the fact that I wasn’t drink-

ing anymore became just another facet of my radically changed 

life. My thinking had undergone an overhaul, too, as had most 

if not all of my wishes and desires. I realized that I wasn’t 

drinking because I simply no longer wanted to drink. 

Since that turn-around more than two decades ago, my Higher 

Power – it’s been God for most of that time – has consistently 

given me direction in my life. Today I know that those benefits 

of the program have enabled me to know what love and toler-

ance are and how I go about ensuring them in my life. And I’m 

aware that I acquired my faith by working for it and that I am 

able to hang on to it by the daily application of the Twelve 

Steps in my life.

Tradition Two:  For our group purpose there is but one ultimate 
authority-a loving God as He may express Himself in our group 

conscience. Our leaders are but trusted servants;  
they do not govern. 

 

Authority can be claimed, for various reasons, such as special knowledge or 
heredity, asserted by power, tradition or charisma. It is the rationale for the use 
of power to make things happen, to command others to perform. In the history 
of humanity, authority has been held by tribal chiefs, kings, emperors, tyrants, 
presidents, bosses, chief executive officers. But in Alcoholics Anonymous, the 
ultimate authority is just God, a loving God at that. Even religions with empha-
sis on God’s power give authority to priests, popes and those with special 
knowledge of the religious writings and tenets. This arrangement in A.A. is 
surely unique in the history of human organizations, particularly one that has 
lasted over 75 years. Anarchy, which is leaderless chaos, had no authority but 
lasted only for very brief periods before self-destructing and being taken over 
by tyranny. What about democracy in ancient Greece? That ideal was limited to 
only a brief time in history and really was an elitist system in which only the 
privileged participated. A.A. is a unique organization.   
 

How did this come to be our tradition? According to articles in the Grapevine 
in the 1940s, written by Bill W. before the actual adoption of the Twelve Tradi-
tions in 1950, it was trial, error, and experience that led to policies that were 
tested and, when found to work, became our Traditions. And this is true of 
Tradition Two as it is for all of our Traditions. It was not a pet theory that was 
being tried out, although there is a theoretical basis for it that is consistent with 
the Steps and the remainder of the Traditions. The rapidly growing A.A. organ-
ization needed to have a leadership but not one based on seniority or personali-
ty. The idea of a rotating leadership was appealing to the founders and the new 
members. There is no difference in any of our members based on any charac-
teristic, such as seniority; we are all equals. The group conscience is the tool by 
which the membership receives and expresses God’s authority. The idea that 
the group can make the decision for itself, with knowledge and inspiration, is 
novel, a truly democratic idea.    
 

“A loving God” qualifies that ultimate authority. A loving God is one that can 
forgive, heal, tolerate, and help his creatures, even alcoholics. We are the chil-
dren of that God, the loving God. That is the God who does express himself in 
our group conscience.  
 

The second sentence of this tradition about our “trusted servants” was added 
just prior to the 1950 First International Convention of Alcoholics Anonymous. 
It was derived from Tradition Nine, particularly from the long form of that 
Tradition. A.A. does have leaders, but they serve the membership and the or-
ganization in defined roles. Their authority derives from the consent of the 
group and is limited to service. They deserve our respect for the work that they 
do. Bill W. describes the elder statesman as a leader who deserves special men-
tion. The elder statesman has the experience and yet is not running for a politi-
cal office. That is contrasted with the “bleeding deacon” who is experienced 
but has his own personal agenda. (One piece of trivia to know about Tradition 
Two is that it is the only tradition with identical long and short forms.) 
 

Tradition Two really works. It is one of the components of the glue that holds 
our organization together and keeps it functioning smoothly. I have seen it 
work, and if you stay in the rooms of A.A., you will see it work well too. I 
wouldn’t have it any other way. Can you imagine what the world would be like 
if other organizations had Tradition Two? The geopolitical scene would be very 
different from what we see today in the world. We in A.A. are very fortunate to 
have our Traditions.

Pamphlet: 

“A.A. for the Alcoholic with Special Needs” 

 

Alcohol offers no mercy for those with disabilities who have 

problems one could easily argue are bigger than being a drunk. 

However, whether one is blind, deaf, crippled by injury or suf-

fers some other form of disability, Alcoholics Anonymous still 

offers relief from alcoholism for those who want it. 

 

The pamphlet A.A. for the Alcoholic with Special Needs, which 

was just released last year, really brings our shared affliction of 

alcoholism into focus. The pamphlet is a com-

pilation of stories from alcoholics with disa-

bilities ranging from loss of limbs to blindness 

to deafness to mental illness and more. In 

many cases they discover it was not their disa-

bility that made them drink: “What I’ve come 

to know is that I didn’t drink because I was 

blind, I drank because I was, and am, an alco-

holic.” And, like all who give the program a 

real try, they get better and eventually find 

that they are willing to fight for their sobriety: 

“Many meeting halls aren’t wheelchair acces-

sible, but I remember how much effort I devoted to getting my 

supply of alcohol, so I’m willing to do what it takes to find 

accessible meetings.” 

 

In a way, alcoholism itself is not so different from a disability. 

Most people can walk. Most people can see. Most people can 

hear. Most people can take a drink without it leading to a life of 

ruin. In this way people with disabilities and alcoholics have 

much in common, which is why it’s not surprising to learn that 

many alcoholics with disabilities are able to apply the tools 

they get from A.A. to coping with their disability: “I owe my 

life to A.A.; without this program I would not be alive! My 

hearing loss has been a struggle, but one that I deal with, like 

the A.A. program has taught me, “On Day at a Time.” I have 

come to realize that deafness, like alcoholism, is surmountable 

when I make use of the help that is available. With my Higher 

Power, love and support of the Fellowship I will continue to 

live as best I can as a productive sober deaf man.”  

 

In addition to the stories, the pamphlet also lists available spe-

cial needs A.A. materials including Braille books and pam-

phlets, audio books on CD, sign-language books on DVD, 

closed-caption videos and large-print literature.  

Another Buck in the Basket 
 

This month's tip for dropping an extra  

dollar or two in the basket: 

 

Drink the coffee at the meeting every  

now and then instead of buying a big  

Starbucks, and put the money  

you save in the basket. 

What Are the Principles of A.A. Anyway? 
 
The Twelfth Step ends with the phrase “practice these 
principles in all our affairs.” What are these principles, 
and where can we find them? 
 
During 2007, the late George L. of Westminster, a long 
time journalist and contributor to the Lifeline, wrote a se-
ries of twelve articles fleshing out his ideas on the sub-
ject. They were short and to the point, and they bear re-
peating, so here they are again. Principle No. 2: 
 

Faith Makes A.A. Work 
  

    Fear knocked at the door. 

    Faith answered. 

    No one was there. 

  

    The adage cited above isn't just a simple maxim for those of 

us in Alcoholics Anonymous to utilize when other methods of 

explanation are inadequate.  But it has become a truth that 

when we place our faith in that power that is greater than any or 

all of us, we manage to reach a level of peace and serenity un-

like anything we had known prior to our arrival in this Twelve 

Step program. 

  

    Repeatedly in the text—the Big Book of Alcoholics Anony-

mous where Bill W. and others contributed to the magic of the 

first 164 pages of the book—we are reminded that our program 

will probably work for anyone who has a problem with alcohol, 

no matter how closely they follow the simple instructions. 

  

    But when Ebby makes the point, early in “Bill's Story,” that 

“faith without works is dead,” he was issuing a rallying call for 

all who wished to put alcohol behind them.  Later in the same 

chapter, Bill wrote that “Faith has to work twenty-four hours a 

day in and through us, or we perish.” 

  

    Then, in Chapter Four, “We Agnostics”, the real issue of 

faith is confronted head-on.  Why would anyone believe in a 

power greater than himself (or herself)? The examination of the 

reasons for suspending doubt and embracing belief was power-

ful and compelling.  “When we saw others solve their problems 

by a simple reliance upon the Spirit of the Universe, we had to 

stop doubting the power of God,” Bill wrote.  “Our ideas did 

not work. But the God idea did.” 

  

    Later on , in the chapter titled “Into Action,” we saw how the 

simple practice of prayer and meditation can take us through a 

problem that might have formerly seemed insurmountable.  

And when we ask God for help, usually with the disclaimer 

“Thy will be done,” we see the results of such action as little 

more than the presence of our Creator in our daily life. 

  

    When Johnny Mercer wrote the song “Accentuate the Posi-

tive” back in the 1930’s, he couldn’t have known that his line 

“Have faith, or pandemonium is liable to come upon the scene” 

would become  sort of a songbook for at least one alcoholic.  

But it has.
