Tradition One: ñOur common welfare should come 
first; personal recovery depends upon A.A. unity.ò 

 
Many organizations aspire to unity and common purpose. 

They abound in the world as united this, union of that, com-

monwealth of this, and federation of that. Our own countryôs 

Constitution declares that it is ñin order to form a more perfect 

union.ò Less than a century after that was written, there was a 

bloody civil war. Solidarity, the workers union in Poland, set 

itself up as a united front for freedom, succeeded, but now is 

not heard from. On a broader scale the United Nations has a 

charter proclaiming unity of all people, but we 

read of its struggles to abolish war, its primary 

goal. Some of these united organizations do 

very well in fulfilling their respective missions, 

but many spend much effort fighting within 

their own organizations. Alcoholics Anony-

mous has Tradition One to rely on, and it does 

work very well for our fellowship in uniting us.  
 

Bill Wilson and Dr. Bob Smith met in May 

1935. They probably did not realize then that 

they were the founders of a great organization, but over the 

next 15 years they learned the difficulties of keeping Alcohol-

ics Anonymous intact and growing. By 1939 they had pub-

lished our main text Alcoholics Anonymous. Thereafter the 

membership growth exploded. The day-to-day business of 

communicating with new members and new groups was diffi-

cult. Back then there were no such inventions as the fax, Inter-

net, e-mail, twitter, Skype, webex, videoconferencing, 

youtube, or cell phones. Can you imagine how that was all 

done with regular U.S. mail and telephone ï and maybe even 

telegraph? Out of this arose the need for a basis of consistent 

operations. ñOn the anvils of experience, the structure of our 

Society was hammered out,ò wrote Bill in the Twelve and 

Twelve. By 1950, the Twelve Traditions were formulated by 

hammering them out, too. Tradition One sets the tone for the 

entire organization. It was approved at the First International 

Convention of A.A. just months before Dr. Bob died. 
 

In the chapter on Step Twelve in Twelve Steps and Twelve 

Traditions Bill Wilson wrote that a panel of psychologists and 

doctors labeled a study group of members of A.A. as ñchildish, 

emotionally sensitive, and grandiose.ò How can people with 

such emotional deficits work together for a common goal? 

Tradition One is the answer. They must because it is in the self

-interest of all A.A. members. It is a matter of life or death for 

each member. So it seems to be a paradox that interest in our 

common welfare derives from our individual self-interest in 

staying alive. Of course humility is also a desirable factor in 

submerging our grandiose wills, but that is usually the result of 

prolonged experience with the steps. Altruism too may be a 

factor, but it probably all boils down to self-interest even in 12th

-Step work.  
 

Bill Wilson devotes just three pages in the Twelve and Twelve 

to this tradition. There he describes the dilemma of the loose 

organization of A.A. and the tendency to anarchy. He does not 

leave it at that, but provides answers and relief to that uncom-

fortable problem. The answer amounts to an 

ñall for one and one for allò solution. We 

must stick together or die. He refers to the 

Eddie Rickenbacker story from the era of 

World War II.  Today that story is mostly 

forgotten by our society, but it was widely 

known in the last century. In a nutshell, Rick-

enbacker, an American fighter pilot in World 

War I, was a popular hero and an ace. He had 

26 documented victories in aerial combat in 

World War I. He had numerous adventures and successes in 

business between the wars, but in 1942 while on a trip as a vol-

unteer adviser to the military, he crashed in the Pacific Ocean. 

He and the crew were adrift at sea for 24 days! Although he 

was not the pilot of the plane, he exerted leadership skills that 

kept them alive. And with that skill, he generated a ñcommon 

welfare comes firstò attitude. Only one member of the flight 

died in 24 days at sea. That certainly says a lot for a common 

welfare coming first resulting in personal salvation.  
 

Have you ever really needed a meeting, looked one up in the 

directory, and got there on time, only to find the door closed 

and the lights out? I have. It happened only once to me, but that 

was enough to give me a taste of what it would be like not to 

have the fellowship of Alcoholics Anonymous. How would I 

stay sober and survive without it? How would you? Recall that 

the Washingtonians, a 19th Century program for alcoholics, did 

not survive. Consider that when you next are faced with a 

group conscience decision. Consider what is in the interest of 

our common welfare, of our fellowship. I will and I will pray 

that we all do our best to work for our common welfare so Al-

coholics Anonymous has its doors open for me, for you and all 

who come after us. Letôs keep the traditions alive!

ñAnd acceptance is the answer to all my problems today. 

When I am disturbed, it is because I find some person, 

place, thing, or situation, some fact of my life, unacceptable to 

me, and I can find no serenity until I accept that person, place, 

thing, or situation as being exactly as it is supposed to be at 

this moment. Nothing, absolutely nothing, happens in Godôs 

world by mistake. Until I could accept my alcoholism, I could 

not stay sober; unless I accept life completely on life's terms, I 

cannot be happy. I need to concentrate not so much on what 

needs to be changed in the world as on what needs to be 

changed in me and in my attitudes.ò 
 

Dr. Paul O., ñAcceptance Was the Answer,ò page 415, Alco-

holics Anonymous, 4th edition. 
 

When Dr. Paul O. died on May 19, 2000, our fellowship 

was deprived of a voice vital to many an alcoholic having a 

trying moment in the quest for sobriety. 
 

In the June, 2000, issue of the Grapevine, a woman named 

Patty L., from San Diego wrote to complain about a roommate 

who wasnôt sharing the load of residential tidiness. ñShould I 

pray for her or just read Page 449 and let it go?ò Page 449 was 

the location for the quoted paragraph at the top of this piece. 

But that was in the 3rd edition of our Big Book. It appears in 

its new location in the 4th edition. 
 

The paragraph quoted at the top of this piece is used in the 

hope that it will be intriguing enough to make you want to read 

the entire article in the Big Book. There is much more about 

Dr. Paul to know than one simple paragraph. His experiences 

in locked wards and his often stormy marital relationship can 

give any of us insight on how to conduct ourselves at home 

and at work. When he spoke at a Harbor Area Traditions Ban-

quet in the mid-90s, he was quick to acknowledge the gift of 

Alcoholics Anonymous and the great debt he owed to the Fel-

lowship. He told us that late in their marriage he and his wife, 

Maxine, decided to change their morning meditation from a 

review of the Steps to an incisive review of the Traditions and 

how they worked in their lives. And he noted that acceptance 

was also the key to his relationship with God. He said he did-

nôt just sit there and wait for God to tell him what to do. In-

stead he found things to do and when finished he left the re-

sults up to God. 
 

The paragraph on Page 415 remains one of the most quoted 

(and most used) items when alcoholics face seemingly insur-

mountable obstacles in their relationships with family, friends 

or other A.As. The reason is obvious. When we let God han-

dle the most difficult of our problems, He routinely does a 

better job than we could ever manage.

The pamphlet Self-Support: Where Money and Spirituality Mix 

starts with the long form of the 7th Tradition. The first sentence 

of the 7th Tradition is the one weôre all use to hearing in meet-

ings: ñThe A.A. groups themselves ought to be fully supported 

by the voluntary contributions of their own members.ò But itôs 

the last sentence that really hits home: 

ñExperience has often warned us that 

nothing can so surely destroy our spiritu-

al heritage as futile disputes over proper-

ty, money, and authority.ò  

 

The pamphlet reminds us that it was 

John D. Rockefeller Jr. who famously 

said ñI'm afraid money will spoil this 

thingò when approached by early mem-

bers looking for philanthropic backing. 

Once the founders realized squabbles 

over large donations from outside the 

movement could actually ruin the very 

thing they were trying to nurture and 

grow, they set to work developing what 

has become our 7th Tradition. By re-

nouncing outside contributions, the re-

sponsibility for A.A.ôs financial survival 

was placed squarely on the the shoulders 

of the members themselves ï a notion Bill W. captured in no 

uncertain terms back in 1957: 

 

ñOur spiritual way of life is safe for future generations if, as a 

Society, we resist the temptation to receive money from the 

outside world. But this leaves us with a responsibility ï one 

that every member ought to understand. We cannot skimp 

when the treasurer of our group passes the hat. Our groups, our 

areas, and A.A. as a whole will not function unless our services 

are sufficient and their bills are paid.ò A contemporary A.A. 

might add that inflation has greatly diminished the value of 

only placing a buck in the basket ï and if a member can afford 

a Starbucks on the way to a meeting, surely he or she can drop 

$2 or $3 into the basket. 

 

The pamphlet goes on to say how supporting local districts, 

area committees, local central offices and the General Service 

Office is central to ensuring the important 12th Step work of 

A.A. will continue undiminished. Also included are a few pag-

es of detailed guidance on handling finances at the group level 

as well as a number of questions and answers about A.A. fi-

nances. 

 

When it comes to supporting the movement at large, Bill W. 

saw it as nothing less than necessary: ñOur support of services 

actually amounts to a recognition on our part that A.A must 

everywhere function in full strength ï and that, under our Tra-

dition of self-support, we are going to foot the bill.ò  

STEP ONE 

The first of the 12 steps in the creed or philosophy of Alcohol-

ics Anonymous is, ñWe admitted that we were powerless over 

alcoholðthat our lives had become unmanageable.ò By such 

an admission any alcoholic, provided he is sincere, has 

achieved his first success on the road to well-being. 

The value of this Step in the A.A. Program of Recovery was 

made self-evident when it was placed first in numerical rela-

tion to the other 11 Steps. The logic in placing it first is readily 

apparent. Unless a man is convinced he has a serious problem 

he feels no need to seek a solution. 

Logically, it might even be said that no one can consistently 

come into A.A. until he has at least arrived at the conviction 

that he is powerless over alcohol. But, much that seems illogi-

cal is happening all of the time in A.A. The record is filled 

with apparent paradoxes. In fact, the essence of the story of 

A.A. is that of people who have recovered who werenôt sup-

posed to have a chance. 

Inconsistent or not, many do come into A.A. while they are 

still debating within themselves whether or not they are alco-

holic. Any suggestion that the door should be opened only to 

people who have already concluded they are alcoholics col-

lides with the fact that some have made the discovery only 

through the enlightenment gained in A.A. Again; Unless a 

man is convinced he has a serious problem he feels no need to 

seek a solution. 

Such an admission is usually very difficult for the alcoholic to 

make. The very nature of his disease makes him shun the 

knowledge of his inability to cope with the problems of every-

day life. Hence his desire for something that will rapidly cre-

ate whatever he thinks he lacks as an individual. With a few 

drinks under his belt he can fashion the most wonderful 

dreams about himself. These dreams can become his real char-

acteristicsðbut only when he recognizes that he must domi-

nate alcohol rather than have alcohol dominate him. 

The sincerity with which the newcomer takes the first step is 

the gauge by which his recovery through A.A. can be meas-

ured. 

Over the years the alcoholic develops a three-dimensional 

ability at picture building, which is a kind way of saying that 

alcoholics are adept liars. So that by really taking the first 

stepðadmitting freely and without reservation that he is an 

alcoholicða person starts to build a new pattern of thought. 

The whole, at last, is fabricated from truth rather than wishful 

thinking or fantasy. 

ñYe shall know the truthðand the truth shall make you freeò 

applies certainly to the first step in this programðfor truth, to 

the alcoholic, is simply admitting to himself that he canôt han-

dle alcohol, and because of this his life is unmanageable. To 

those who accept this first step the other 11 follow in the natu-

ral course of eventsðas the scope of the teachings of A.A. 

become realized and some small rewards have been received.

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Profiles in Sobriety 

Steve S., Garden Grove; 8 Years 

(sober since 4/14/2003) 

 

What was your first impression of A.A.? 

Well, I was in a rehab and my first meeting was one that came 

into the facility ï I was under the impression that all I had to do 

was go to rehab for 28 days and I would come out ñwhite as 

snow.ò My first impression was that here was a group of men 

who were doing OK, living life and sharing things that I could 

relate to. To be honest, I did not think or want to join this 

ñclub,ò but after several times attending I realized that is what I 

should do if my desire was to stay sober. I did think they were 

laughing at me ... and found out later they were ï but I now 

understand why! 
 

What made you realize A.A. would work for you? 

I was hanging around a group of men who supported one an-

other, and as time progressed and I did more work on myself 

people started to notice a change. In December of 2003 I went 

to my sisterôs home for a Christmas Eve gathering and the 

changes in my life affected her enough that she got sober the 

following April. A year after I got sober was when I realized 

A.A. works. I had made an impression that I did not know I 

had made, and it was a direct result of working my program 

and simply showing up. 
 

In your opinion, what is the most important thing a newcomer 

should know about A.A.? 

In my experience building a relationship with God, working the 

12 Steps, being accountable and staying involved are all vital to 

sustained sobriety. The most important thing for me as a new-

comer was to have relationships with men and women in A.A. 

(friends) ï some who had more sobriety than me, some who 

had less, and some who had the same amount as me ï to build a 

ñSober Team.ò I have some of the closest friendships with men 

who are not my sponsor, and we all shared what we were doing 

toward sobriety ï and now we all share what we are doing to-

ward life. Working a program is vital, and building meaningful 

relationships with sober ñBros and Bro-ettesò is vital. 
 

Take a wild guess - how many A.A. meetings have you been to? 

Probably around 4,000. 
 

Whatôs your current weekly meeting routine? 

I usually average seven meetings a week. I have two or three 

Homegroup meetings, but I also get out and about by going to 

meetings in Long Beach, Los Alamitos, Seal/Sunset Beach, 

South County and Huntington Beach. My opinion is that I will 

stagnate if I donôt keep it fresh and meet as many people and 

take in varied experience, strength and hope. 
 

Why do you continue to go to meetings? 

For the new person and to chat with those who have more time 

in sobriety. It is a way to listen to and to share my sobriety 

(whether people want to hear it or not). I focus on and share 

about the solutions in life that come to me and others through 

sobriety. I donôt always want to go to a meeting, but my feet 

know where to go despite what my head thinks. 
 

What do you remember the most about your first few months of 

sobriety? 

It was hard for my first seven-to-eight months, and I believe 

the relationships that I had developed and my family letting me 

do what I needed to do really helped. I would be angry and cry 

without apparent reason ï but I realized later I was taking in all 

I had done prior to sobriety ï ña tornado roaring my way 

through the lives of others.ò (Big Book, page 82) 
 

Do you remember the first time you asked for help ï what was 

that like? 

It was like asking a chick out for a first date. I actually asked 

one of the long-term sober guys who I should ask for step work 

and sponsorship. He directed me to one of the guys he spon-

sored and we got to work. 
 

What has been your biggest challenge in sustained sobriety? 

To live life. I always thought I would get sober and everything 

would be OK. Iôve found out that every day is not good or 

great, but it is important for me to find the good in every day ï 

kind of a 10th Step with flowers and chocolate. 
 

Do you ever think you might be cured for good? 

I always think that ï for about a minute. I am cured from a 

hopeless state of mind and body, but I need to stay vigilant and 

in service. 
 

Besides yourself, who benefits the most from your sobriety? 

My family members are the beneficiaries of my sobriety ï they 

earned my seat in A.A., and I honor that by showing up. 
 

Whatôs the best thing about being sober? 

Love, laughter and knowing that I am OK to be me. I really 

love today, I really laugh today and I can look in the mirror and 

say ñIôm good enough and, doggonit, people like me.ò The 

relationships I have today are real and honest ï thatôs a big deal 

in a life of no big deals.

On July 9, 2010, our Web site redesign went live. Thus, some 

statistics start from a new base.

Lew lived by a sim-

ple rule and would teach that rule to everyone he came in contact with, that was RULE 62: ñDonôt take yourself so seriously.ò  

Lew loved to eat, and his favorite place was Philippeôs (home of the original French dip sandwich) in L.A. You could NOT go on 

a road trip within 30 miles of that place without stopping there for food.
