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STEP 7  
òHumbly asked Him to remove our shortcomings.ó  

 

Humiliation Leads to Humility  

 
Humiliation - The Encarta online dictionary de-

fines it as òloss of dignity, something that damag-

es somebodyõs pride or dignity.ó 

 

Humility  ð Encarta defines as òthe quality of be-

ing modest or respectful.ó If a person is modest 

they are òacting in a way that does not assume 

superiority.ó 

 

While this Step only merits one paragraph in our 

òBig Bookó (and it mostly consists of a prayer), 

Bill W. writes for five pages and 20 paragraphs in 

the òTwelve and Twelve.ó Iõve often wondered 

why this is so. 

 

In the later work, Bill spends a very long time dis-

cussing òhumilityó as it relates to us alcoholics. 

He does this by looking back at the first five 

Steps, and forward to the last three, at least thatõs 

how it looks to me. Certainly, I felt so much guilt 

and shame the last three years of my drinking 

that the above definition of òhumiliationó pretty 

well covers my mental state at the time, a state of 

òpitiful and incomprehensible demoralization.ó  

So, Bill reasons, òEvery newcomeré is told, and 

soon realizes for himself, that his humble admis-

sion of powerlessness over alcohol is his first step 

toward liberation from its paralyzing grip.ó 

 

Taking Step One was certainly a humbling experi-

ence for me. But, soon after that, it became neces-

sary to find some kind of personal higher power, 

catalog my defects of character, and admit them 

to myself, another person and this higher power. 

But, the Steps tell me these actions are not 

enough. If I have gained some humility at this 

point, I need also to accept that I am powerless to 

remove the defects using only my own will. I need 

a willingness to now com-

mit them to this òpower,ó 

and I need to commit all 

of them. For me this is 

the ultimate test of hu-

mility.  

 

Bill talks further about 

this spiritual humility 

that it has to do with òmaking honesty, tolerance 

and true love of man and God the daily basis of 

living.ó Finally, he says, òThe basic ingredient of 

all humility is a desire to seek and do Godõs 

willé,ó jumping ahead to Step Eleven.  

 

So in the end, Step Seven is another powerful 

prayer which parallels that of the Third Step, but 

goes further down the road of spiritual growth, 

òMy Creator, I am now willing that You should 

have all of me, good and badéó If I can continue 

to do this with a humble heart and mind, I contin-

ue to hope that my remaining defects, though 

greatly diminished, can be taken away. Itõs a sure 

bet that I have never been able to do it on my 

own.

 ñThe A.A. groups themselves ought to be fully supported by the volun-
tary contributions of their own members.  We think that each group should 
soon achieve this ideal; that any public solicitation of funds using the 
name Alcoholics AnonymousÈ is highly dangerous, whether by groups, 
clubs, hospitals, or other outside agencies; that acceptance of large gifts 
from any source, or of contributions car-
rying any obligation whatever is unwise. 
Then, too, we view with much concern 
those A.A. treasuries which continue, 
beyond prudent reserves, to accumulate 
funds for no stated A.A. purpose. Experi-
ence has often warned us that nothing can so surely destroy our spiritual 
heritage as futile disputes over property, money and authority.ò  Tradition 
Seven (long form), Page 190-191,  Twelve Steps and Twelve Traditions.  
 

About 10 or 15 years ago, someone suggested that the $1 per meeting do-
nation was outmoded and should be updated to $2 per meeting.  Inflation 
made everything else more costly, the reasoning went, so A.A. members 
should be told to double up on their voluntary contributions.  
 

True enough. Also true, however, is the fact that this logic was met in vir-
tually every group I attended with some of the stiffest resistance possible. 
Since we were willing to pay 25 cents for  
a can of Coca Cola that cost just a nickel in 1935, we shouldnôt be adverse 
to raising our contribution to the life-saving mechanism of Alcoholics 
Anonymous. Or so the thinking went.  
  
In 2008, a few members habitually put $2 in the Seventh Tradition basket. 
Some attendees at meetings where I could be found still put $1 in the bas-
ket. Iôm grateful for them since some others ï including a meeting filled 
with newcomers and 30-day, 60-day, 90-day alcoholicsðput nothing in 
the basket.  
Iôve tried to launch discussions of this practice in my home group and in 
two other meetings I regularly attend to no avail. One member said ñjust 
leave it alone, George, and maybe theyôll find a conscience some dayò and 
another said I shouldnôt make ñthe problem of someone else your own.ò  
  
My sponsor told me that the A.A. Preamble spells it out and suggested I 
memorize it: ñThere are no dues or fees for A.A. membership; we are self-
supporting through our own contributions.ò Since most of those conversa-
tions included me asking ñYeah, but é.ò Bob was not surprised when I 
asked ñYeah, but what if almost everyone puts nothing in the basket?ò 
Bob had a ready response for that one, too. ñIf enough members,ò he re-
plied, ñdo that for a long enough period and the rent canôt be paid and the 
coffee canôt be bought and there are no chips for the members, then I 
guess the meeting stops. If the members want the meeting to continue, 
they will support it. If they donôt care about it, they wonôt. Itôs really that 
simple.ò  
  
There are some meetings with poor economic ties that have managed to 
hang on when well-heeled meetings have collapsed. In a nearby communi-
ty, a really poor meeting with a very needy clientele had a secretary who 
still managed this announcement:  
ñWeôre going to observe the Seventh Tradition now. If you have a dollar 
or even a quarter you donôt really need, please put it in the basket. If you 
need a dollar or even a quarter, take it out.ò  
My sponsor would have loved that.
