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" THE SECRET OF SERENITY

" In attending meetings in various groups in’

our region, | am continually surprised at
" the number of members who are resentful
because they have not acquired "serenity!'
They can't get peace of mind "no matter
how they try".

It is my opinion and it has certainly been
my experience that we don't "get" seren-
ity by fighting for it. In fact, we may
even lose it by wanting it.

Why? Again, in my opinion, serenity or
peace of mind is not a goal in itself. It
is the result of a revolution in our think-
ing; a revolution, in our case, brought
about by our efforts to apply the Twelve
Steps of the AA program to our daily life.
| heard a real old timer the other night
say that the Twelve Steps are really one
step, divided info twelve pieces. Of
course the First Step is essential to sobri-
ety and without it the whole program
collapses. But the core of the program is

the Third Step. And the heart of the diffi-

culty we have in applying it is our in=-
creasing desire to run the show our own
way.

We lose our serenity in the hardship and

anguish we suffer every day from the bur-

den of our own selfishness and clumsiness
and incompetence and pride. Discouraged
by our won failures, we are hungry to be
led and advised and directed by someone
else. Who? The Third Step answers the
question. "Made a decision to turn our
will and our lives over to the care of God
as we understand Him."

Ovur own will has become the source of so
much misery and darkness, that we re-
nounce our own will, our own ego and
pride and desire and seek God's will for
us. When we do this we find peace and
serenity even in.the midst of labor and
conflict and trial.
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Serenity is impossible for the man who is
dominated by all the confused and chang-
ing desires of his own will. And even if
those desires reach out for the good things
of life, for peace and recollection, or
the pleasures of prayer, if they are no
‘more than natural desires, they will make
serenity difficult or even impossible.

It is unlikely then that we will have per-
fect serenity or peace of mind unless we
are detached from even the desire forser-
enity. We may never be able to pray per-
fectly unless we detach ourselves from the
desire for the pleasures of prayer.

The secret of serenity then is detachment
from our own will. That is worth repeat -
ing: The secret of serenity is detachment
from our own will. If we attach import-
ance to our own desires, we run the risk
of losing what is essential to serenity -
the acceptance of God's will, no matter

what our feelings happen to be.

Detachment. If we think that the most im=-

~portant thing in life is serenity, we be-

come all the more disturbed when we no-
tice we do not have it. And because we
cannot directly produce serenity in our-
selves when we want it, our disturbance
increases with the failure of our efforts.
Finally , losing patience by refusing to
accept this situation which we cannot con- -
trol, we climb into the driver’ seat and
lose the one important reality - union with
God's will, without which serenity is near-
ly impossible.

It is important then to revolutionjze our
thinking about the importance of the hum-
an will in particular. | heard it expressed
once as the laying down of our will along~
side God's will so that the two become as
one.

Just how we accomplish this is what makes
the individual aspect of the AA program.
For each of us comes into AA with a dif-

. ferent temperament, a different back-

ground and various reactions fo our past
experiences.

One thing | think is importont in setting
goals for yourself. Do not become too dis-
turhegl ot failure. We oll have a lot of the

old Nick in us and we are far from perfect.
If we expect to achieve perfection we

shall certainly be disappointed. But peace
of mind and serenity do come to us in pro-
portion as we turn our lives and wills over

to the care of God, as we understand Him,

But don't look for it and crave it. If you
think serenity is a great and wonderful
thing and that it makes you superior to
other men, then you cannot desire it as it
ought to be desired. It is nec :essary to be
abased, not exalted. It is not helpful tobe
great in your own eyes but to be little.
For it is in humility that you find the an-
swer to all the great problems of life and
the soul.

The company for which | work recently
handed me a liberal expense check and

a round trip plane ticket to New York
City. "Go back there, Bill,"they said,
"and see if you can get them(our custom-
er) to spend a little more money with us."

COOPERATION - NOT AFFILIATION

Al-Anon is not now, never was and, by
double tradition, never will be a part of
AA. We stem from them, certainly; we
have lavishly helped ourselves to their
longer experience, their philosophy,
Steps and Traditions. But AA is definite-
ly for alcoholics only. Al-Anon's aim,
strength, and reason for being is definite-
ly to help families and friends of alco-
holics live as tranquilly as possible with
situations created by alcoholism.

Just as Al-Ancn fulfills this purpose,
alcoholism is a major concern of recog-
nized agencies at local, state, provin-
cial, national and international levels.
Most of these agencies already endorse
AA and Al-Anon programs, We do not
identify or affiliate with such outside
agencies and programs, as Al-Anon
groups. But just as AAs, as individuals,
can assist by their special experience,

so can we extend frontiers of knowledge
by sharing our personal views and philo-
sophy .

We do not actively seek publicity but we
can help popular education on this most
vital public health problem by cooperat-
ing with state alcoholism commissions,
councils and treatment centers. We can
be a vital resource to these agencies in
counseling with alcoholics and their fam-
ilies. They can help us by referral of
those in need of Al-Anon's unique under
standing and experience.

Groups and intergroups, aware of these
specialized facilities, can gain addition-
al help in the full knowledge that they are
not competing with us but, together, we

are implementing our common purpose-
alleviating damage caused by alcoholism.

Specifically, how can we cooperate? As
individuals, as groups and intergroups we
can cooperate to advantage with these
agencies; we can amplify their knowledge
of Al-Anon. We can invite key figures of
alcoholism agencies to see Al-Anon in

~ action by inviting them to attend and

speak at specially planned meetings where
they can not only see how Al-Anon works
but also enlighten our members.

We can furnish them with the Fact File.
This is better done by personal visit,rath-
er than by mail. We can spread the word
of Al-Anon to key figures in this field
when we run info them. Assistance of in-
dividuals can be offered to summer schook
workshops and meetings for the purpose of
discussing alcoholism problems.

Al-Anon, as Al-Anon, does not endorse
nor affiliate itself with these programs.
Al-Anon members cooperate in their work
as they offer valued help to Al-Anon.

THE TWELVE TRADITIONS

Our Group Experience Suggests That. ...

1. Our common welfare should come first;
personal recovery depends upon A.A,
unity.

2. For our group purpose there is but one
ultimate authority, a loving God as He
may express Himself in our Group Con-
science. Our leaders are but trusted
servants. ...they do not govern.

3. The only requirement for AA member-
ship is a desire to stop drinking.

4. Each Group should be autonomous, ex-
cept in matters affecting other Groups
or AA as a whole.

5. Each Group has but one primary pur-
pose...to carry its message to the
alcoholic who still suffers.

6. An AA Group ought never endorse,
finance or lend the AA name to any re-
lated facility or outside enterprise lest
problems of money, property and pres-
tige divert us from our primary spiritual
aim, '

7. Every AA Group ought to be self-sup-
porting; declining outside contrubutions.

8. Alcoholics Anonymous should remain
forever nonprofessional, but our service
centers may employ special workers.

9. AA, as such, ought never be organized
but we may create service boards or
committees directly responsible to those
they serve.

10. Alcoholics Anonymous has no opinion
on outside issues; hence the AA name
ought never be drawn into public con-
troversy.

11. Our public relations policy is based on
attraction rather than promotion; we
need always maintain personal anony-

mity at the level of press, radio, films
and TV,

12. Anonymity is the spiritual foundationof
all our Traditions, ever reminding us to
place principles above personalities.

" The aim of our services is to bring
sobriety within reach of all who want it.
The Traditions of A.A. disclose a society
without organization, animated only by
the spirit of service- a true fellowship."

THE TWELVE STEPS

1. We admitted we were powerless over
alcohol~ that our lives had become
unmanageable.

2. Came to believe that a Power greater
than ourselves could restore us to
sanity.

3. Made a decision to turn our will and
our lives over to the care of God as
we understood Him.

4. Made a searching and fearless moral
inventory of ourselves.

5. Admitted to God, to ourselves, and to
another human being the exact nature
of our wrongs.

6. Were entirely ready to have God re-
move all these defects of character.

7. Humbly asked Him to remove our
shortcomings.

8. Made a list of all persons we had
harmed, and became willing to make
amends to them all.

9. Made direct amends to such people,
wherever possible, except when to do
so would injure them or others.

10. Continued to take personal inventory
and when we were wrong, promptly
admitted it.

11. Sought through prayer and meditation
to improve our conscious contact with
God as we understood Him, praying
only for knowledge of His will for us,
and the power to carry that out.

12. Having had a spiritual awakening as
the result of these steps, we tried to
carry this message to alcoholics and to
practice these principles in all our
affairs.
