The increasing public concern over alcoholism, combined
with the recognized success of the A.A. recovery pro-
gram, offers members wider opportunities for service At
the same time, we face more temptations that can lead

to A.A. disunity and disaster.

A.A.'s Co-founder, Bill W., put it like this:"We alco-
holics are the biggest rationalizers in the world.Fortified
with the excuse that we are doing great things for A.A.,
we can resume our old and disastrous pursuit of personal
power, prestige, public honors and money."At the same
time,Bill frequently pointed out that A.A.s could proper
ly use their insight and experience outside of A.A . inthe
field of alcoholism. Many good A.A. members do just
that. They“wear two hats", -but carefully avoid capital-
izing on misconceptionsof A.A. to gain personal profitor
position. They are able to walk this difficult road because
they are as familiar with A.A. Traditions as they are with
the procedures and goals of the agency that employs them.
Others, however, violate A.A. Traditions through ignor-~
ance, indifference or ambition. Innocent or not, such vio~
lations of principles weaken public confidence in A.A.
and create disunity in our Fellowship. During Traditions
Month we must remind ourselves that the Traditions apply
to each one of us as to our personal growth and to our re-
sponsibility as sober members of Alcoholics Anonymous.

Thank God for one
persistant A.A. member of our party who
went on a hunt for drunks. Our third
night there, we met with two rather shak-
ey members of A.A. whose wives were
seeing to it that they had meetings.These
determined gals had only met with a visi-
ting Al-Anon on two previous occasions.
It was soon recognized that families of
alcoholics were by far more interested in
sobriety than the drinking members of
their families, so we started with the two
wives mentioned above and their husbands
and this is the series of events that follow-
ed: Fifth day--an ad in the weekly news-
paper-of an open meeting of Alcoholics
Anonymous as a public information ser-
vice with four speakers from the United
States., Results=-Ninth Day--attendance
at this meeting of twenty-one members of
the clergy, professional people, and in-
terested citizens. We Al-Anons got busy
on a format with the help of two pamph-
lets, one 12 steps and 12 traditions wallet
card, and a copy of One Day at a Time,
and put on a meeting the following Wed-
nesday night in one of our hotel rooms-
only one of the wives showed up.But we
called another meeting the following
Wednesda y night after the Open Meeting
of A A. and six island relatives of alco-
holics came to the meeting. Result-after
the meefing a secretary was elected,a

regular meeting night selected,and plans
made to write to New York headquarters
for the new group packet of literature.

In the meantime, our A.A. husbands
had managed to round up five alcoholic
islanders interested in A.A. and had set
them on the path to sobriety with two
meetings per week scheduled on a regu-
lar basis. A visit was made to the editor
of the little weekly newspaper with a
report of the open A.A. Meeting and the
benefits to be derived from regular atten-
dance at Al-Anon meetings. The doctor
in our vacationing group provided a copy
of a paper that he had written for the
medical society "Alcoholism- the Treat-
able Disease" . These articles were both
well received and generously printed in
the paper the day before we left to come

ome.

Even Hurricane Fifiby-passed that
little island, though we did have twoan-
xious days of heavy seas and hurricane
warnings. Best of all we almost forgot
those pesky mosquitos. Now | know in my
deepest heart why | wasn't worried about
going to the Carribean during the hurri-
cane season. I'm more than certain that
God in His wisdom guided four AAs and
their Al-Anon wives to a little "off the
beaten path" island with a very large
drinking problem on a twelve step call.
