





"What's this about?" asked Robert, the
company executive.

"Actually," | began, "it's really pretty simple. "I
quit drinking a year ago and joined an organization that
allows me to take some steps to make sure | don't have
to drink again. But | have to be as honest as I'm
capable of being and | have to correct all of the damage
I've left behind me. That's where you come in.

"In 1992, | took 13 days of paid sick leave
although | was only sick two or three of those days.
Payroll can probably tell us how much money was
involved. I'm prepared to pay that amount to the
company or work the equivalent number of hours to
satisfy this obligation. Which solution do you prefer?"

Bob's brow furrowed and he leaned back in his
chair. "Neither," he said. "I'm going to forget we've had
this conversation and | suggest you do the same. But I'd
advise you to not steal from the company again."

| was amazed at his response. And delighted.
He had just saved me about $3,000. | was ecstatic.

I couldn't wait to tell my sponsor. Over dinner that
evening | was exuberant.

"He wouldn't take any money from me," | said.
"And he wouldn't let me work it off. Making amends is a
great way to go."

"Your falsification of payroll hours isn't Robert's
debt, it's yours,” said Bob. "You're going to have to pay
it." "He won't take it, Bob, you heard what he said," |
tried to argue the point, but Bob just shook his head.
"It's your amend, not his,” Bob said. "You need to ask
God to help you find a way to pay what you owe”. In
Step 9, there's your business and there's God's
business. You need to be willing to take the action and
it's God's business to show you how to do it."

A month later | wrote a check to the Central
Office for about a third of the debt, followed in the two
months that followed by checks for similar amounts.
The money didn't show up on any corporate fiscal
reports but it was clear that | had satisfied my obligation
and settled the debt.

It wasn't as exciting as being let off the hook by
the general manager but it carried a lot more integrity.

Tradition 9 - A.A. as such, ought never be organized;
but we may create service boards or committees
directly responsible to those they serve.

The words “Let's keep it simple” were the last Bill
W. heard from his fellow founder of A.A., shortly before
Dr Bob's death in 1950. Aware that “it" meant our
recovery program, Bill later wrote, “We need to
distinguish sharply between spiritual simplicity and
functional simplicity...... When we get into questions of
action by groups, by areas, and by A.A. as a whole, we
find that we must to some extent organize to carry the
message.....or else face chaos. And chaos is not
simplicity.”

When Tradition Nine speaks of “A.A. as such,” it
goes to the heart of the A.A. experience, to the “spiritual
simplicity” of one alcoholic's saying, silently perhaps,

“Help!” and another alcoholic's answering, “I know how
you feel. We're here to help you.” Such a relationship
couldn't be organized. Or could it?

A nonmember familiar with modern business
procedures might examine the A.A. practice of
sponsorship and see it as a haphazard operation. How
about computerizing it? Then an A.A. behind an
Intergroup desk might say, “So you want help? First,

~you need the right sponsor. We have personality

profiles of all our sponsors fed into our computer. We'll
match you up to the best one for you if you'll just fill out
this questionnaire..... Where are you going? Come
back!” That would be an attempt to organize “A.A. as
such.” (Please-nobody get any ideas!)

But in “action by groups,” we find that we do need
some degree of organization. If everybody thinks
somebody else is going to make the coffee, what's the
result? No coffee! To avoid such a disaster, one or
more members agree to be responsible for preparing
meeting refreshments. All the way from coffee-brewers
to trustees on the General Service Board, those who
take part in AA. service work are assuming
responsibility, not taking on authority. (Here, Traditions
Two and Nine interlock.) Group officers are responsible
to the members of the group; intergroup committees, to
the groups in one locality; institutions committees, to
AA. groups in treatment facilities and correctional
facilities; area committees, to all groups in their areas;
Conference delegates and committees, to all groups in
the U.S. and Canada; the General Service Office and
Board, and the board's committees, to all groups and
members everywhere.

In an average business corporation, the board has
final power to determine company plans and policy. Our
board of trustees serves in a custodial capacity;
trustees vote at the Conference - but as individuals, with
one vote apiece. In industry, branch offices jump when
the home office speaks. Our G.S.0. is just a
clearinghouse of A.A. information, offering suggestions
based on experiences reported to it by groups.

And yet, with so small a degree of organization,
A.A. miraculously does work! One reason may be that
Tradition Five applies to each A.A. committee and
board as directly as it does to each A.A. group. By
cleaving to this “one primary purpose” in all its activities,
the Fellowship retains “spiritual simplicity.” To diffuse
that purpose, to embroil A.A. in issues apart from its
true concern, would create dangerous complications.

Concept 9 — A.A. Leadership

This Concept is the one that allows the other 11
Concepts to work at all. It says that A.A. deserves and
must have the very best leadership possible. It relies
on the AA. Fellowship to take care in choosing its
leaders at all levels. If we don't take care, we can just
throw the other concepts and most of our Traditions
away — they will cease to be effective! However, if we
take minimal care, the leadership we choose, whether
at the Group level, the District or Intergroup level, or the




General Service Conference level will always provide us
with effective service. The 9" Tradition says that true
leaders in AA. are but trusted and experienced
servants of the whole. The key word in that phrase
from the 9" Tradition is not leaders, it is servants.

| remember after the International Convention in
San Diego had closed and several of us went back
down to the San Diego Convention Center where many
of us had spent hours in marathon meetings. As |
walked into the center, | noticed a solitary figure folding
and stacking chairs, (as there were 15,000 chairs, |
thought they were going to need more than 1 person to
do this). As | got closer, | noticed that it was one of the
past-Delegates to the General Service Conference from
our Area. | instinctively knew why he was stacking
chairs — it was a final act of service to the International
Convention, a convention he had helped bring about
through his service to the planning committee.

Everything | ever needed to know about service
in and to A.A., | learned that day. There is no greater
reward for service beyond my own sobriety, and
ultimately, that is sometimes the only reward. It is more
than enough. In Bill W's essay in the Service Manual
explaining Concept 9, he explains the importance of
leadership and service to A.A. through leadership. So
the next time your home group asks for servants to step
forward — will you remain sitting in your seat, or will you
step forward.

So | left
him. | could handle everything. | didn't need any help.

Woe is me! All of a sudden, | noticed no one
seemed to have anything to say to me. If they did |

wasn't listening. No one seemed to care. People went
right on living and smiling and keeping their own
sobriety. No one called me anymore. | was alone! How |
hated them all. | who had done so much for everyone,
now those same people were leaving me alone in my
misery. | would drink and show them that | could drink. |
was no alcoholic! | was able to do what | wanted. But |
never got to the drink. . .thank God.

That night, alone and miserable, | prayed at last. |
went back and remembered that, once before, | had
been all alone and had called on my friend, God, and
that He had heard me and directed me to AA. "Friend,
hear me, | have no one else," | cried. Then | was able to
sit down and take a complete inventory. Frantically |
clung to the AA prayer. | prayed more and more.

And then it came, the serenity | had lost.
Gradually the fears seemed to subside, all the nervous
tension loosened and He stood with me again. He told
me beauty of the soul was beauty of the face. He told
me to go back to AA where | had left off. He told me He
had never forsaken me, that | had forsaken Him. What a
friend!

And what of today. Why I'm happy. I'm back in the
group, | love everyone. And, oh yes, I'm back with my
husband. Thank God for another chance!
