Step 6 

Number 6 of 12 articles on the 12 Steps   

Ah, now we come to the step that “separates 
the men from the boys”, as the 12 & 12 states.  I 
don’t know about that, but I know that the magic that 
is freedom under God began to happen with this 
step.  It still amazes me that two of the most life-
changing steps in our program take up two short 
paragraphs in the Big Book.  Another absolutely 
amazing fact about the 6th step – it didn’t exist before 
Bill W. wrote it down on paper one night in 1937-38.   

Most of the promises listed in the 5th step 
started to come true in this step.  When I could hon-
estly say that I was ENTIRELY ready (not almost, 
not just about, not partially, but ENTIRELY ready) to 
have God remove ALL (not some) of these defects, I 
had taken step 6.  Well, that was easy.   

Now let’s look at step 7.  Oops, my sponsor 
had something to say, and like always he put it in the 
form of a question, “What are those defects of char-
acter I am entirely ready to have God remove?”   
And I listed this long grocery list of defects, to which 
my sponsor responded, “Let’s look at four – dishon-
esty, selfishness, fear and resentment”.  He told me 
that his experience had shown him that these four 
defects brought out all the others – selfishness most 
often being a cause of lust, fear almost always being 
a cause of anger, resentment always being a driver 
of being judgmental… and so on.  Now, having a 
true list of my defects, I saw that there was no way I 
wanted to hang on to any of them – I became en-
tirely ready to have God remove all these defects of 
character.  I still am entirely ready to have God re-
move them – daily.

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Tradition Six: “An AA group ought never endorse, finance, or 
lend the AA name to any related facility or outside enterprise, 
lest problems of money, property, and prestige divert us from 
our primary purpose." 

Lending the AA Name? 

Is it AA? Many people feel they need not ask. The dis-
tinction between what is AA and what is not is obvious, 
isn't it? 

Not necessarily so. I was sober for almost a year before I 
realized that certain books were not AA literature, and 
that a local home for low-bottom cases was not an AA 
facility. 

The reason? I saw outside literature displayed beside our 
AA literature at several groups I attended. I heard such 
literature quoted at numerous meetings and used as the 
basis for group discussions on occasion. I also saw many 
groups sending regular contributions to the rehabilitation 
center--money collected during AA meetings, money out 
of our hat, not a separate collection. The obvious conclu-
sion is that if we are selling and supporting these things, 
they must be AA. 

Don't get me wrong. I'm not judging these outside books 
and organizations as bad or good. It's just that they are not 
AA. 

Contrary to the sixth tradition, don't we endorse the litera-
ture we sell at our meetings? Certainly we do, if only by 
association. We surely lend the AA name to anything we 
quote often enough in our meetings, and we certainly fi-
nance any organization we contribute to. 

Our Big Book tells me that there are many helpful books 
on prayer and meditation, yet it endorses none. Medita-
tion is essentially an individual exercise; we in AA have 
no business standing behind any book as a source of 
meditation material. And, we found long ago that an AA 
group can't effectively manage a drying-out home. The 
financing and administration of such a haven is best left 
to interested citizens. 

I think these issues are important, because the only im-
pression many people receive of Alcoholics Anonymous® 

comes from our open meetings. If we are seen pushing 
outside literature and rehabilitation homes, what impres-
sion do we give to the person who has not been exposed 
to our Fellowship long enough to know that they are not 
AA? We invariably give the impression that these are 
AA-supported entities. 

This, in turn, raises a whole new problem. If these entities 
are viewed as AA by uninformed outsiders and members, 
then their publications and activities are naturally seen as 

part of AA. If a book supports a certain concept of God, 
or a certain philosophy, that must be AA's philosophy. If 
a rehabilitation program kicks out a client, for whatever 
reasons, AA is seen as throwing him out. 

Viewed in this light, it is dangerous for us to encourage 
the idea that AA supports anything that is not AA, no 
matter how worthy or helpful it may seem. Naturally, 
this brings up the question, "What can I do to preserve 
Tradition Six?" In the end, I am responsible for identify-
ing the problem, and for living in the solution. 

First I can make sure that the folks I sponsor know the 
difference between AA and non-AA material and service 
organizations. 

Next, as a member of a group, I can voice my concern 
about the violation of our Traditions within the group. I 
need to understand the principles contained in our litera-
ture. I need to voice principles, not personal opinions and 
prejudices. Nothing will so surely close an alcoholic's 
mind as an attitude of intolerance or condemnation on 
my part. 

I need to stress, above all, that while AA cooperates, we 
don't affiliate. AA members, acting as private citizens, 
may support anything they like, but an AA group sup-
ports AA alone. This is important, for so long as we re-
sist the urge to affiliate ourselves with outside interests, 
we will never encounter serious problems of outside in-
terference in our AA affairs. Our program will continue 
to be our own.

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Willing to Be Willing   

The Lifeline continues its new feature -- the Principles of Alco-
holics Anonymous -- with a review of what Willingness means 
for alcoholics.  In the July issue, Humility will be the subject.  
-- Editor.       

 Bill and Bob and the rest of those early-day members of  
Alcoholics Anonymous didn't waste any time setting up the 
ground rules for sobriety.   In Bill's Story in  our Big Book, he 
tells us  that willingness is one of four "essential requirements" 
to create "a way of living which answered all my prob-
lems" (Pages 13-14.)  With regard to the question of spirituality, 
the Big Book uses the chapter to "We Agnostics" to explain that 
when we could evince "even a willingness to believe in a Power 
greater than ourselves, we commenced to get results ... "  (Page 
46.)    A page later, the book asks us "Do I now believe, or am I 
even willing to believe that there is a Power greater than my-
self?"  If I can acknowledge that simple supposition, the book 
tells me that "upon this simple cornerstone a wonderfully effec-
tive spiritual structure can be built."   In the chapter titled "How 
It Works," that thought is expanded to include our willingness 
"to grow along spiritual Lines."  In doing so, we find that we 
begin to make spiritual progress."  Later in this chapter, we find 
that the authors want us to trust ourselves with our inventory 
and put it to use.  The book says that we have "listed the people 
we have hurt by our conduct, and are willing to straighten out 
the past if we can."  The subject of God and the way we use our 
Higher Power tends to irritate some of our fellows, a fact that 
puts them in some jeopardy for the sunlight of the spirit and in 
additional jeopardy for continuous sobriety.  In the chapter "Into 
Action," we are told that we can approach the subject of God, if 
"we are willing to announce our convictions with tact and com-
mon sense." (Page 77.) Good advice, although sometimes diffi-
cult to come by.  Later, in the same chapter,  the discussion cen-
ters on the amends process and gives us the sobering prospect 
that although "We may lose our position or reputation or face 
jail, ... we are willing."  In the chapter "Working With Others" 
we again face the prospect of discussing a Supreme Being and 
are told that we can advise any prospect that "The main thing is 
that he be willing to believe in a Power greater than himself and 
that he live by spiritual principles."  (Page 93.)  Converting a 
nefarious past into an asset seems a daunting task.  But in the 
chapter "The Family Afterward," the way out of this maze is 
made clear. "We grow by our willingness to face and rectify 
errors and convert them into assets."  (Page 124.)  Inspiration 
for the A.A. way of life is found in the closing chapter of our 
program recital.  Having happened upon Alcoholic No. 3, our 
two founders worked closely with that lawyer for several 
days.  "On the third day the lawyer gave his life to the care and 
direction of his Creator, and said he was perfectly willing to do 
anything necessary."  (Page 158.)   If willingness still seems to 
elude you, the best advice for anyone is to be found in 
"Appendix II, Spiritual Experience."  The last paragraph says 
"We find that no one need have difficulty with the spirituality of 
the program.  Willingness, honesty and open mindedness are the 
essentials of recovery.  But these are indispensable."

Principles of Alcoholics Anonymous®  
Concept 6  

(Short Form)  “The Conference recognizes that the chief initiative and 
active responsibility in most world service matters should be exercised 
by the trustee members of the Conference acting as the General Ser-
vice Board.”  

The long form gives a better idea of the “balance” which I believe is the 
essence of this concept.  (Long Form)  “On behalf of A.A. as a whole, 
our General Service Conference has the principal responsibility for the 
maintenance of our world services, and it traditionally has the final 
decision respecting large matters of general polity and finance.  But the 
Conference also recognizes that the chief initiative and the active re-
sponsibility in most of these matters should be exercised primarily by 
the Trustee members of the Conference when they act among them-
selves as the General Service Board of Alcoholics Anonymous.”  

The structure of the fellowship is based on a corporate (business) con-
cept rather than an institution, or governmental model.  The A.A. 
groups are like stockholders and the Delegates have their proxies at the 
Conference.  The Trustees are the directors of a “holding company” 
which owns and controls the two operating corporations: A.A. World 
Services & the A.A. Grapevine.  The Trustees have always had legal 
control and a wide latitude of judgment and action, but they tradition-
ally exercise restraint, and seek counsel over matters of policy.  

In partnership with the Trustees the groups, through their Districts, 
and Areas suggest changes, new ways of operating, and other initia-
tives.  The Trustees, along with Directors, and appointed members 
work through committees to evaluate these suggestions.  With matters 
of great importance concerning general policy, finance and other spe-
cific recommendations, the Trustees pass these items back to the Con-
ference for its discussion and recommendation.  Upon receiving rec-
ommendations from the Conference, the Trustees through their com-
mittees, and two operating corporations develop or fulfill the advisory 
actions of the Conference.  

So, it comes down to balance and cooperation, always keeping in 
mind, as Bill points out, “our objective is always a spiritual one.

Bob’s and Anne’s home. The 72nd anniversary of the start of 
AA will bring enough grateful AAs to Akron to fill every hotel 
and motel room within 50 miles. Maybe more. Attendance is 
expected to be between 10,000 – 12,000 people, as it is most 
years. Meetings and festivities are held on the campus of the 
University of Akron, and the school’s dorms are pressed into 
service to house part of the crowd. A full slate of activities fills 
the weekend, June 8th through the 10th. Examples below.  

Early Bird, 12 Step, Old timer’s Speaker meetings.  
Traditions skit, Actor’s Guild play 
Alanon, Young people’s, Spanish speaking meetings 
Coffee/fellowship in Student Union 
Bus tours to historic AA sites, History of Big Book 
Motorcade to Dr Bob’s grave 
Visit AA Archives at the Akron Intergroup office 
Spiritual Panel meeting 
Serenity Singers, Alateen meetings, and so on and on.

The Miracle That Saved Us  

    I've heard it said that the word "miracle" is the most over-
worked word in the Alcoholics Anonymous vocabulary.   
Maybe so.  But it is probably with good cause.  If you were 
to cast about for two of "A.A.'s heroes," Dr. Bob and Bill W. 
probably wouldn't make anyone's list. 
    In fact, Bill Wilson's idea that one alcoholic might be able 
to get another alcoholic sober simply by talking things over 
with him nearly ended up on the scrapheap in 1935 when 
Bill told wife Lois that he was through with his "one drunk 
talking to another" project. 
    "None of these drunks got sober," Wilson is quoted as say-
ing to Lois.  She looked him in the eye and responded with a 
line that changed history for every alcoholic. 
    "You did," she said. 
    You should call that the first of an avalanche of miracles 
that paved the way for Alcoholics Anonymous to begin. 
     A second miracle occurred in Akron in May of 1935.  His 
dream of a successful business venture shattered, the still 
sober Wilson wandered the halls of Akron's Mayflower Ho-
tel, contemplating a drink before his return to New York.  
He spotted a list of area churches along with the names and 
phones of their pastors.  He recalled he had promised his 
friends in New York that he'd try to make contact with the 
Oxford Group in Akron before leaving town.  Even that 
effort appeared doomed since he couldn't find anyone on the 
list willing to talk to him about alcoholics in Akron.   
     On his last call, however, a minister told him of a woman 
active in the Oxford Group who spoke of a physician who 
was having difficulty staying sober. 
    Bill's Mother's Day talk with Henrietta Sieberling struck 
gold.  Or so it seemed.  She said she had just the person for 
Bill and for him to stay at the phone while she called the 
doctor to set up a meeting.  When she called back, she told 
Wilson that the doctor was out -- passed out on his kitchen 
floor.  But the doctor's wife, Anne Smith, said she could 
have the physician at the Seiberling estate the next day.  
Here comes another miracle. 
    The next day, the Smiths arrived for the meeting and Dr. 
Bob is supposed to have told his wife that he would be will-
ing to talk "with this guy from New York for 15 minutes but 
that's all.  I don't need any of his religious crap."   
     Here's a third miracle.  Smith and Wilson talked for 
nearly five hours on that Monday afternoon and when they 
were done Smith was a convert.   
     "He knows how I feel," Smith told his wife. 
    Smith asked Wilson if he'd stay in Akron for a few days 
and although the doctor had another drunk in him in early 
June, he came out of the fog of 
alcohol addiction and by June 10 
had covered the Four Absolutes of 
the Oxford Group and stood tall 
as the first person to start an A.A. 
group.   And the miracles just 
keep on coming.
